An Evil Has Come Into The Land


I’ve had this disquietedness in my heart and mind for some time now and it now seems to grow into a loud roar. What I feel and what I am seeing is bearing witness of each other. There is a presence that is descending or rather it feels more like it is ascending to the earth. I have sensed it for sometime but now I see it ever present.


It is not something that has just careened onto the scene. It is like the atmosphere has gradually taken on a different appearance - Like when a fog comes and lies heavily over the atmosphere. It is heavy and I have seen it everywhere I’ve been. Every port of call I have made in these last nine months it has appeared. It is thick, heavy and engulfing. 


I began to wonder why it seemed to follow me wherever I’ve traveled to. I thought it was a “Joy” thing, but now I realize that it is an earth thing. It is the battle for the kingdom of men. It has begun with such subtleness that I think few people have notice it. Nonetheless, I have noticed it and am beginning to see the effects of it. 


Daniel said that “the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men,” Daniel 4:17, 25, 32; 5:21. I pondered that thought for some time and this is my conclusion. If indeed God ruleth in the kingdom of men, then it must be also true that there is another kingdom besides the kingdom of men. There is no need to define a specific kingdom if there is only one. So, if there is one kingdom then there is another. We know from Daniel’s words that God stands with us and not with the other. 


What does this all mean? God has the power, the mastery, and the rule over this kingdom. He said He will “give it to whomsoever he will.” The kingdom of men is God’s but He is declaring that He will give it to whomsoever He will. This is not a permanent giving away of power. It is temporary for the purpose of proving to the opposing forces that the heavens do rule. The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh. 


The Apostle Paul tells us that “we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against rulers of darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places,” Ephesians 6:12. We don’t put what Paul is saying into light of what Daniel has said because we are filled with old notions that the battle for the human soul is man against man.


We have interpreted Daniel’s visions and John’s visions in Revelation to mean that the nations of men will rise up against each other. But we never see the crowd of humanity standing against the forces of evil that will invade the kingdom of men. Our eyes like Israel are blinded to the truth. We stand at odds with each other because we cannot fathom that there is a power of evil beyond the realm of men. Yet we speak of the enemy of God and the adversary of men but never take the step to see the actual common threat to humanity. 


When does the enemy have the upper hand? It is when the watchman is not on guard or vigilant. It is when the watchman is not expecting the enemy to appear out of the proverbial Trojan horse. The horse is brought into the camp by our own efforts. We go out and receive it. We bring it into the camp. We take it as a gift and never question the merits of the gift. We say it is only a fog; it will soon dissipate as all other fogs have.  We say it is only a vapor that will not last but we never venture to ask why it is here? 


We have become so obsessed with greenhouse gasses and issues of pollution that we don’t question if there is a difference between one fog and another. We are desensitized! The oddities are so strange we just simply dismiss them because we are afraid of the truth. When the truth follows you – or you just happen to be in the right place at the appointed time to see the oddities, you do not dismiss what is before you. You take note and you ponder.


I have pondered what I have seen and I lay them up in light of the biblical text concerning the end of times. The world is growing uneasy and do not know why. People are acting irrational but have no idea why. Violence is increasing in a senseless manner but no one seems to understand why. Yet, “By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house,” Hebrews 11:7. When evil increased Noah prepared. What are we prepared to do? – Nothing!


There is a reason why we are told to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God,” II Timothy 2:15. It is when we come in contact with the truth of His word that He is able to use it to “…rightly divide the word of truth.” The truth is we are not at war with each other. We have a common foe and it is the same foe that was driven from the sons of men. With him went a third of the heavenly host. “And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto judgment of the great day,” Jude 6. 


God declares, “Wilt thou yet say before him that slayeth thee, I am God? But thou shalt be a man, and no God, in the hand of him that slayeth thee,” Ezekiel 28:9. Why such judgment? “Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities…I will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in sight of all that behold thee,” Ezekiel 28:18. In other words, the battle must come to the earth. It is the last battleground of the ages. We don’t want to believe this or even imagine this because the horror of it is too great to imagine. Man will encounter this enemy – man will engage this enemy.


Consider the magnitude of such an event - the battle of the ages between men and the fallen. But we ought not to fear what is to come. God always have a contingency. “And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time they people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book,” Daniel 12:1. 


So you see, God has our back! He will dispatch Michael to stand up for the nation of Israel. Israel is at the forefront of this battle and humanity will line up with her finally because the battle is against the entire kingdom of men. It will take a common foe to unity the kingdom of men. We will finally stand together as one kingdom and the most High who ruleth over us shall not turn His back away from us. “The adversaries of the LORD shall be broken to pieces; out of heaven shall he thunder upon them: the LORD shall judge the ends of the earth; and he shall give strength unto his king, and exalt the horn of his anointed,” I Samuel 2:10. 


It is one thing when evil is out in the world blatant and sordid. It is another thing when evil comes into “the land.” In this day and age it is not anticipated. The believing world has an expectation of Israel and the land. Even with the common threats that Israel face daily from their earthly adversaries pales in comparison as to what will eventually come as a threat not only to Israel but all of humanity. 


At first there will be deceptions but then the light will come on and we will all see evil for what it is. We will join forces, Jews and Gentiles and fight a great battle. “And at the time of the end shall the king of the south (kingdom of men) push at him: and the king of the north (kingdom of the fallen) shall come against him like a whirlwind, with chariots, and with horsemen, and with many ships: and he shall enter into the countries, and shall overflow and passover. He shall enter also into the glorious land (Israel), and many countries (Gentile nations) shall be overthrown: but these shall escape out of his hand, even Edom (descendants of Esau), and Moab (Lot’s son born from incest with his older daughter – Ruth is a descendant of this people and she is in the lineage of Yeshua), and the chief of the children of Ammon (Lot’s son born from incest with his youngest daughter),” Daniel 11:40-41. A remnant is preserved. Is there not grace for all? 


How simple is this truth. It is so simple and true that we can’t see it because we are too spiritual for our own good. We build theological doctrines based on our own suppositions but not from the plain truth of the word. It is so simple we can’t imagine God could possible mean what He says, “Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and because the weakness of God is wiser than men,” I Corinthian 1:25. 


Last night I was on my way home to Jaffa. I was having a contemplative walk. I am amazed at the way God is defining my character. I am amazed at the precision in which He is using to clean out my cobwebs so to speak. I am even amazed that after such exposure from the Holy Spirit I am still able to walk in the hope of His fullness. But then God’s grace is amazing.


I had walked about half a mile when I came into view of a disturbance on the streets. It was between Tel Aviv and Jaffa. The commotion had ensued a bit before I came onto the scene. There were three mopeds stopped at the light. One in the front with a crate strapped to it like a basket. The driver was a middle age man about forty something or older. The other two mopeds were bearing youthful riders. One moped had two riders and the other only one.


As I approach the intersection I heard raised voices and saw the older man get off his moped and stepped over to the moped with the two riders. He brutally knocked the driver’s helmet off his head which landed on the left side to the front of the bike. He reached his hand out and grabbed the long tendrils of the young man’s hair while twisting it to the root. I could see the young man’s face contort in anguish. The other rider and the passenger looked on in helpless disbelief. This man kept a firm grip on the young man’s hair. His fingers were well entangled and clenched around his mane. I could not imagine what could have possibly transpired to elicit such a violent act. Then I recalled the events of this pass Friday. Our outreach group was attacked by aimless young men on the beach. 


Not much has to happen for evil to intervene when it is present. Evil does not act on predispositions. Evil is the menace not the response. Evil imposes itself on the slightest of circumstances and envelopes the situation beyond reasoning. Where man’s reason will prompt him to restrain, evil presses the button with no mechanism of release. This is where a rational man will find himself at the point of no return. He is beyond self and reason. This man was beyond self and reason. 


There was one against three and the three were obviously helpless before this man. Onlookers looked at the situation as though it was none of their business, and this young man’s friends seemed to sense a presence that ought not to be approached or engaged. Yes! I walked hurriedly on by and out of sight. I recalled a certain person I had encountered once before. I saw what absent from the body means even though one is still alive. I know! I saw how a person can become open to evil intent by virtue of being oblivious to life. 


The world is filled with such people. They walk aimlessly around showing up in the wrong place at the wrong time and wrecking havoc on the saints - evil has come into the land. At first we only see it like a faucet with a drip, drip, drip, but then it will become a steady flow until there is a flood.  What now shall I say? WAKE UP!
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
