Failing To Dance

The human heart has the capacity to endure a great deal even when you think you have done it all, seen it all, and heard it all, if you stay true to what He is trying to teach you, you can still move pass the point of destiny - to destiny - to destiny. God is the Master Musician and all of humanity seems to be dancing to the golden calf – technology, philosophy, education, you name it, we are still falling short of the dance. As long as you bring the golden calf along for the ride you will never see the beauties of His holiness – occupation and participation. The next step of your destiny is in the participation – dancing with the Divine in that place of occupation and possession. 
Let your heart experience the divine. Let it expand in intangible ways that will be the treasures of your eternity.
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
