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She entered nursing because her dad encouraged her and even took the trouble to obtain the application form for her. The 3 years of nursing were tough as she had to deal with the difficult senior nurses and an acute shortage of nurses. By His grace she received Christ during her first year of nursing training. Being a Christian helped her to persevere and endure the harsh situation in nursing. 

She was blessed by the discipleship training and a strong group of Christian friends under the leadership of Beow Keng who was with the Navigators then. When the Lord opened the door for her to do her training in Scotland she was concerned about her spiritual life because she had to leave her Navigator friends and her familiar church environment. However the Lord assured her in I kings 17:6 just like Elijah when there was a famine He would send the “ravens" to feed her during the spiritual famine. He used the Chinese Christian fellowship to expose her to a different kind of discipleship that by strengthening her faith, no longer on the receiving end, she had to live out her true faith. She was fed with much spiritual kinds of meat and bread sent forth by the “ravens”. During the training, the Lord opened her eyes to see the possibility of medical mission through reading a magazine (no internet at that time!).

She came back to Singapore in order to consolidate her midwifery skills working in the delivery suite in a private hospital for 3 years. She had the privilege to witness the birth of some of her friends and even her own niece. They are now in their twenties!
She went to serve as a missionary midwife for 3 years in Niger, West Africa. Again it was a very challenging time for her as she had to adjust to the African culture and language and the sudden death of her dear father. She also had to cope with the demanding work load with minimum staff, equipment and medical support.
She cried to the Lord for help when the work load and people were too overwhelming, again the Lord proved to be faithful to her, assuring her that HE was training her hands for war and her fingers for war Ps 144:1-2. He also rewarded her with good missionary friends who encouraged her, prayed and counselled her.
After 3 years she was led to do her bible certificate course for a year in Columbia, South Carolina. Her church paid her tuition fees. She had the privilege of staying with the Yappies and learnt another model of discipleship through a godly family who read the bible and prayed together with the children.

She came back to Singapore knowing that her dear mother was diagnosed with cancer. She then switched to palliative care nursing so that she would know how to take care of her mother. She stayed on for 14 years when the Lord showed her how she could use this new skill to deliver the souls of the dying into His Kingdom, becoming the midwife of the souls instead. He assured her that He can even use the dying ones to bless her and causes the widow to sing Job 29:13 as she gave her life to this work.

On her 48th year, the Lord spoke to her through a pastor friend and later confirm by her church elder a year later. It was in Israel during the summer evangelistic campaign that her pastor friend told her that the Lord wanted her to quit her nursing job and return to Israel to serve. Initially she was very reluctant to leave the security and the passion of her job, and she waited for a year before she quit her job. Throughout the whole year she was left without peace and there were many signs pointing her in the direction of Zion. The Lord reassured her through the words and many testimonies of her friends. Prov 2:1-9, Ps 121.
On her jubilee year she stopped her work just as she read it in Lev.25. In 2007 the Lord opened the door for her to go to Israel; initially she planned to stay for two years but had to come back due to strict criteria for visa. In the holy land her faith was once again put to test when she had to learn another culture, language and adjust to living with other missionary. Her greatest challenge was to share her faith with the Jews. Her testimony must stand out in order to provoke the Jews to jealousy for their own Messiah. Rom 11:11-15.  

For the subsequent year the Lord impressed upon her heart to go to the nations, praying, sharing the gospel and teaching the Christians about Israel and her destiny. For two years when she was not drawing any salary, she saw God’s faithfulness in bringing her to another untread path and providing without fail through different people, even people whom she had not met.
She in now on another untread path, awaiting for another assignment from the Lord, meanwhile she keeps herself busy with visiting the needy, reaching out, prayer and adhoc sharing about the work  concerning the Jews.
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
