Portals


Portals are an everyday occurrence on the earth. There are doorways that are being opened and closed as believers press into heaven for answers to prayer and as unbelievers press into uncharted waters of unbelief.


Portals can be seen in the Bible in the Old and the New Testaments. Portal openings are first noted in the Garden of Eden when God came down to walk with Adam and Eve (Genesis 3:8). And then there was Enoch who walked with God and was not for God took him (Genesis 5:24). In the book of Job we note that Satan often traversed a portal from the earth to heaven and back (Job 1:6-7).

Then we come to the time when the Sons of God, the angels who are referred to as “Watchers,” (Genesis 6:1-4) came down and took to themselves the daughters of men for their wives. They descended down to the earth by means of portals. Portals are like a spiritual highway between the spirit realm and the physical realm. Portals can go both ways for ascending and descending. 

We see that a portal was open when three angels came to Abraham telling him that Sarah will have a baby (Genesis 18:1-12). Also, there were two angels that came down to bring judgment unto the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah (Genesis 19:1). Jacob had a portal opened before him where he saw angels both ascending and descending (Genesis 32:1-2; 24-30). These angels were descending down to the earth and ascending up to heaven.


There was also the angel of death that came down during the last plague upon Egypt (Exodus 12:12; 23). There was the angel that Balaam’s ass saw standing in the way (Numbers 22:23-35). An angel was sent to rebuke the people at Bochim Judges 2:1-4).  An angel appeared to Gideon and his father (Judges 6:11-12). An angel appeared unto Samson’s mother, Manoah (Judges 13:3). An angel appeared to Zechariah (Zechariah 1:8-9). We can also see a portal opening up as Saul went to visit the woman that had a familiar spirit at Endor (I Samuel 28:11-15). This portal was used to ascend up, not to heaven, but to the earth. Samuel the prophet was dead at the time and so when he was called up he came up from rest not down from heaven.


Ezekiel, while by the river Chebar, had a heavenly visitation that came down in the form of a whirlwind to which he describes in details their appearances Ezekiel 1:4-28). Who can possibly forget the going forth of Elijah from the earth in the chariot of fire? (II Kings 2:10-12). Do you remember the three Hebrew boys in the fiery furnace and there appeared an angel like the Son of God in the midst with them (Daniel 3:25-26). And then there was Daniel who waited twenty-one days for his visitation of an angel to come bearing news from God (Daniel 10:13; 20). This angel was delayed in battle with the prince of Persia and had to soon return to fight with the prince of Grecia. 

Then we come into the New Testament where portals were opened. The first of which is recorded in the Gospels. Zacharias saw the angel of the Lord, Gabriel, and was struck dumb because of his unbelief that his wife will have a baby, John the Baptist (Luke 1:11-20). Next was the angel who appeared unto Mary, Gabriel again, informing her that she will have a Son (Luke 1:26-36). An angel appeared unto Joseph (Matthew 1:20). The heavenly host appeared in this heavenly choir portal to announce to the shepherds that the Messiah had been born and told them where he can be found (Luke 2:8-15). This was like a window opening onto the heavens.


An angel descended from heaven to roll back the stone at Jesus’ tomb (Matthew 28:2). The women encountered two angels and Jesus at the sepulcher (John 20:11-14; Mark 16:9). Jesus appeared to His disciples when the doors were shut and stood in their midst (John 20:19; 26). Remember when Jesus was resurrected how he was seen in one place and then again in another and another (Luke 24:15-16; 30-31; Mark 16-12-14). Jesus often appear out of no where after His resurrection (Luke 24:36; 51). Some portals are vertical, upward and downward, and some are horizontal. I doubt that Jesus would have had to ascend into heaven in order to appear some place else on the earth. 


Jesus ascends into heaven in a cloud (Acts 1:9). Philip was caught away while in the company of the Ethiopian eunuch and found in Azotus (Acts 8:39-40). Then we have Paul who had his visitation on the road to Damascus (Acts 9:3-7). And then there are all the portals that will be opened and closed in the book of Revelations. Revelation 4:1-2 states, “After this I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, Come up hither, and I will shew thee things which must be hereafter. And immediately I was in the spirit: and, behold, a throne was set in heaven, and one sat on the throne.” This is the ultimate portal opening into the throne room of God. This wasn’t a Star Trek, beam me up Scotty, this was a come up higher, sincerely, God. 

Portals are opening and closing all around us.  We have mastered the art of spiritualizing the word of God away. We are too blind to see. We allow the enemy of God to fill our minds with deceptions and false doctrines. We believe God has cursed us by way of generational curses rather than by us opening portals for the enemy to enter and deceive us. We would rather believe that God can do such a thing rather than believe that we have opened portals to our own doom. But these portals can be closed as they can be opened. We can shut the portal on the devil so to speak. We open gates or portals through presumptuousness, ignorance, and out right rebelliousness to God. There are so many portals opening and closing in this world it should be absolutely deafening in heaven with the lot of it. 

There are portals opened in the lives of believers and unbelievers that must be closed. The word says that we overcome by the blood of the lamb and the word of our testimony. We need to let Jesus come in and let His blood close those doors. His blood is the key to closing the portals. Our Testimony of what He has rescued us from must be reverberated over and over again as a witness against the Devil. It is our testimony that keeps the doors closed. If we fail to tell our story others in our family will travel down the same path and reopen those portals. 


God has not curses humanity whom He loves and offered up His only begotten Son for. God finds no pleasure in the death of man. He loves us and desires reconciliation with all who desires it. He will turn no man away. We have however opened doors that do not lead to Him. We have, like Cain, allowed the enemy to enter in at the door. We reached out and opened the door. The enemy comes in and supplants himself into our lives and kills our body, steal our souls, and destroy our spirits. It is like having a super highway in the spiritual realm. We build them; construct them in ignorance and some with absolute rebelliousness to God.  Portals are opened every where and they must be closed.

The blood of the Lamb will close it for you. Just take it and apply it to your door post and the enemy will no longer be able to enter. The angel of death and destruction must pass over you. Close your portals. Close them and allow God the only entrance into your life. He will deliver you at your Red Seas; he will feed you in your wildernesses, and walk with you in your valleys of death. These are the places where the enemy will them turn and try to defeat you at. He will have to bring his battle to holy ground where there are heavenly angels all around you. Now you will be able to stand against the enemy as we ought to. You would be on solid footing because you will be standing from that place where the cross was victorious, where you physically stand. When you try to fight the devil in the portals he will overcome you for you are flesh and blood. But when you encounter him on this mortal ground he will be defeated because here is where we stand on the blood of Jesus. We have physical bodies and he does not.

We have spiritualized the word of God so much that we have dismissed God’s plan for us. Jesus came to earth to win the right for us to stand against the enemy. Here we are trying to get into the heavenlies to do battle with the enemy. That is where he wants us, in his territory. Close the door and force him to fight fairly. He has no concept of that. Your greatest weapon is the Word of God and every word that proceeded out of the mouth of God. Use what God has given you, the armor. 
Ephesians. 6:13-18

Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.  Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness;  And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace;  Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.

Do you see what God has given you to help you to stand against the enemy? There are those who would try to convince you that you must do battle as battle goes, but the word says to stand. The enemy is already defeated. By standing you are confessing to him that he has lost. Stand on your victory and you will not be defeated engaging him. This is the standing gear, believe truth and speak truth. Live righteously, be prepared to preach the gospel and bring peace to the lives of those you encounter in the way. Take on faith even to the point in calling those thing that are not as though they are. In other words, tell the devil he is a liar even though your situations and circumstances might appear bleak. Rely always on the fact that you have salvation through Jesus Christ and nothing can separate you from the love of God. Finally, realize that the sword of the Spirit is the word of God and it is there for you to rebuke the enemy and defeat him at his every turn.  So, stop trying to put on some magical armor and realize you are in possession of all you need.

As for the portals, Satan wants us to open and enter these portal, but Jesus said the gates of hell shall not prevail. The gates are closed as long as we do not try to open them up. We open gates when we become involved in the occult, superstition, unbelief, false doctrines, allow new age concepts and practices to infiltrate our sound doctrines, and explore and research the enemy’s territory. Some believers are more interested in the enemy’s tools and devices than they are in God’s promises and the victories Jesus’ blood has purchased. They are constant at opening portals thinking they are clever and doing God’s business.

This is not true. Some of these individuals are deceived. They can tell you everything about the enemy’s territory even how many generals he has, their names, how many they command, and where their territorial strongholds are.  How is it possible that such believers can tell you so much unless the enemy has revealed those things to them? That is like having soul ties with the enemy. Many of these believers have a tendency to romanticize the devil. They make him seem so evil and so powerful that it appears as though he is equal or greater than God. C. S. Lewis said, “no matter how evil the devil may appear, he can never be equal to God’s goodness.” In other words God does not have an equal he only has an adversary. Some believers are more scared of the devil than they have fear of God. Someone said we need to “change our stinking thinking.” 


To do this we need to stop reading every book that appears in the store even though they say Christian. If you have a Bible you have “The Book.” If we spent more time in it we would not be so deceived. We are blaming God for things he has not done because it is not in His divine character to do. They are many young Christian, babes in Christ, who are easily swayed by every new doctrine and interpretation. If some one writes a book on the Jezebel spirit, these immature believers begin to take on these spirits. They are looking for ways to rid themselves of every new appearance of Satan in their lives.  They open the portal for the enemy to come in and wreck havoc on their lives. Some are breaking curses left and right, others are rebuking spirits, and mean while the portals are opened. 

We are responsible for each other; we are our brother’s keepers. Tell the believers you know to stop the stinking thinking and simply close the portal. It is as simple as putting on the mind of Christ. Confess that Jesus is Lord of your life. Keep His commandments, read His word and go ye therefore preaching the good news. Every work that Christ needed to accomplish on the cross to save you from the enemy was completed as He said “it is finished.” Stop making mountains out of mole hills so you can see what God really want you to pay attention to in His word.  We can not see the truth because we are too busy spiritualizing everything and the real battle is being lost; battle for the souls of the unbeliever. Moreover, we are so busy in the spirit realm doing battle that we cannot see the tares growing among us. Ask your selves why the enemy wants to keep us occupied in the heavenlies. Do you think maybe he is distracting us? Look around you, sin is on the earth. God has already handled His business in heaven. We must stop being so heavenly minded we are no earthly good to each other or God. 


Beloved, be encouraged, stand fast on your hope which is in Christ Jesus. Let Him have your undivided attention so He can guide you into all truth. And for goodness sakes stop spiritualizing truth.  Truth is real. Did not Jesus come in the form of man, died, resurrected and ascended into heaven and now sits on the right hand of God His Father? Is He not coming again? Certainly! See, truth is real, tangible. 1 Timothy 4:1 states, “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils.” 
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
