On Sickness

Too often I am hearing believers say that the reason people are sick is because of generational curses and because of various degrees and types of sin in their lives or that of family members. The next statement that follows is that if they will only allow the Holy Spirit to show them their pass sins and hurts they will be healed. Every sickness is now due to some form of unforgiveness in a person’s life. Every disease now seems to have a spirit attached to it. People are no longer becoming sick because of the toxins we ingest, the immoral acts that transmits diseases, or even the unsanitary methods we use or the unhealthy way in which we eat.

The devil is now connected to every illness. Wow! That is a lot of power to one defeated foe. No wonder he is rampant in the lives of those that are giving him access to their health. You become what you confess and you are subject to whatsoever you confess is in power. This kind of thinking is what the bible refers to as double-mindedness. You are either forgiven or you are not. Christ has either accomplished all things necessary for the forgiveness of sin or healing or not. 
The word says in 1 John 1:9 “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness (wrongs).” We are to confess our sins not our sickness. Sickness is not a sin but an effect of our fallen condition. Sin is what separates us from God. Sickness causes us a great deal of pain and anguish. Sickness can result from an act of sin such as committing adultery or entering a homosexual liaison and contracting HIV. HIV is not a spiritual sickness but a physical sickness from unprotected sex inside or outside of marriage. Yes, it is a manifestation of sin but it is a “physical” sickness.
Indeed in the Old Testament they were sicknesses and in Jesus’ day that separated a person from society and from communal living such as leprosy. This is a disease that is contagious and so separation was for the benefit of all. When a person with leprosy announced “unclean” he/she was doing so as a precaution to the community in general. Nonetheless, leprosy was not due to spiritual sin but due to the quality of one’s personal hygiene or lack thereof or unsanitized living conditions.  
In the Old Testament God said that they were situations that made one unclean unto Him and the nation of Israel. Leviticus 7:21 is a typical example, “Moreover the soul that shall touch any unclean thing, as the uncleanness of man, or any unclean beast, or any abominable unclean thing, and eat of the flesh of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which pertain unto the Lord, even that soul shall be cut off from his people.” But we must make the distinction from the law to grace. What the law did not accomplish or could not do, Christ did on the cross. Christ paid the penalty of sin – death – he also delivered to us the means of healing through his stripes. Isaiah 53:5 states, “But he was wounded (slain) for our transgressions (sin), he was bruised (beat to pieces) for our iniquities (punishment of sin): the chastisement (discipline) of our peace (ability to be prosper, be at rest, safe) was upon him; and with his stripes (physically hurt) we are healed (thoroughly make whole - presentable). 
 Isaiah 53:5 makes mention of four things Chris’s suffered for in our place: transgressions, iniquities, peace and healing. There is a complete picture here that we seem to miss: sin – the penalty of sin – lack of rest (peace) with God due to sin - and lack of wholeness in our body, soul and spirit due to sin. This is one picture not four. He also mentions wounded, bruised, chastisement and stripes: wounded: slain/death came to Him in our stead (death satisfied God’s penalty for sin) – he was bruised: beat to pieces, literally in our place (the instrument of exacting the penalty was applied on Him not us) – He took our chastisement (correction for our sinful condition – the Father’s love for His creation would not allow the penalty to finish us but rather to restore us). “For God so loved…” 
I said all that to say that Jesus’ death accomplished more than just saving us from the penalty of sin. It makes us whole again. We are made whole in our body, soul and spirit. Yet we have compartmentalized what Christ has accomplished. We now say that sicknesses and diseases or infirmities are due to unconfessed sin(s) or unforgiveness. So, did Jesus’ death really save us or just piled up more requirements to meet the penalty for sin. Have we done to the death of Christ what the scribes and Pharisees did to the law? Yes. Grace is becoming burdensome. But it is not intended to be so. It is a gift. We are saved through faith and healed by His stripes by faith. 
But faith without works is dead. We fail to apply the blood when we enter into the holy of holies and we fail to eat the bread as an act of faith for our healing – even so we fail to lay on of hands, a simple act. Instead we ask people to confess any sins so they can be healed, but healing is not by confession of sin but rather by applying his stripes. 

What did Jesus do first during the Passover supper with his disciples? First he broke the bread which represented healing and then he drank the wine which represented the blood which is for the remission of sin. Look at this, the lamb - sacrifice, had to be without blemish. He was showing us that we had to be made whole first – physically inorder to apply the blood to enter in – into the holy of holies. Do you see, we could not make ourselves perfectly whole to be that perfect lamb able to approach the throne but Christ did it for us. He made it possible for us to enter the holy of holies – members of the priesthood drawing nigh unto God. 1 Corinthians 11:24-26 reiterates this. First the bread and then the wine! We take the Lord’s Supper unworthily. We want the blood to take away the penalty but never consider the bread except for personal gain. We want to be healed physically but the healing is so the blood can be applied. 
By faith we stand perfect before God - because of the bread we are healed of all our physical deformities, infirmities and imperfections that prevents us from being acceptable to God – because we are made perfect before Him the blood is acceptable. Do you see? The Adamic blood is cleansed in Christ! We are accepted in the beloved. So what if we are sick and bear the infirmities of the Adamic race – we are healed in the presence of God in the holy of holies. Does this mean we are not healed physically? I did not say that.  
Some people say that illnesses such as allergies and cancer are due to unforgiveness and perhaps even generational curses. They believe that the devil have authority or influences over one’s life because of an act committed by a family member(s) or themselves or even in past generations. Yet God says that He does not punish one generation for the sins of another generation. 

Read Ezekiel 18:1-32 

    [1] The word of the Lord came unto me again, saying, [2] What mean ye, that ye use this proverb concerning the land of Israel, saying, The fathers have eaten sour grapes, and the children's teeth are set on edge? [3] As I live, saith the Lord God, ye shall not have occasion any more to use this proverb in Israel. [4] Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die. 

    [5] But if a man be just, and do that which is lawful and right, [6] And hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes to the idols of the house of Israel, neither hath defiled his neighbour's wife, neither hath come near to a menstruous woman, [7] And hath not oppressed any, but hath restored to the debtor his pledge, hath spoiled none by violence, hath given his bread to the hungry, and hath covered the naked with a garment; [8] He that hath not given forth upon usury, neither hath taken any increase, that hath withdrawn his hand from iniquity, hath executed true judgment between man and man, [9] Hath walked in my statutes, and hath kept my judgments, to deal truly; he is just, he shall surely live, saith the Lord God. 

    [10] If he beget a son that is a robber, a shedder of blood, and that doeth the like to any one of these things, [11] And that doeth not any of those duties, but even hath eaten upon the mountains, and defiled his neighbour's wife, [12] Hath oppressed the poor and needy, hath spoiled by violence, hath not restored the pledge, and hath lifted up his eyes to the idols, hath committed abomination, [13] Hath given forth upon usury, and hath taken increase: shall he then live? he shall not live: he hath done all these abominations; he shall surely die; his blood shall be upon him. 

    [14] Now, lo, if he beget a son, that seeth all his father's sins which he hath done, and considereth, and doeth not such like, [15] That hath not eaten upon the mountains, neither hath lifted up his eyes to the idols of the house of Israel, hath not defiled his neighbour's wife, [16] Neither hath oppressed any, hath not withholden the pledge, neither hath spoiled by violence, but hath given his bread to the hungry, and hath covered the naked with a garment, [17] That hath taken off his hand from the poor, that hath not received usury nor increase, hath executed my judgments, hath walked in my statutes; he shall not die for the iniquity of his father, he shall surely live. [18] As for his father, because he cruelly oppressed, spoiled his brother by violence, and did that which is not good among his people, lo, even he shall die in his iniquity. 

    [19] Yet say ye, Why? doth not the son bear the iniquity of the father? When the son hath done that which is lawful and right, and hath kept all my statutes, and hath done them, he shall surely live. [20] The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him. [21] But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die. [22] All his transgressions that he hath committed, they shall not be mentioned unto him: in his righteousness that he hath done he shall live. [23] Have I any pleasure at all that the wicked should die? saith the Lord God: and not that he should return from his ways, and live? 

    [24] But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die. 

    [25] Yet ye say, The way of the Lord is not equal. Hear now, O house of Israel; Is not my way equal? are not your ways unequal? [26] When a righteous man turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and dieth in them; for his iniquity that he hath done shall he die. [27] Again, when the wicked man turneth away from his wickedness that he hath committed, and doeth that which is lawful and right, he shall save his soul alive. [28] Because he considereth, and turneth away from all his transgressions that he hath committed, he shall surely live, he shall not die. [29] Yet saith the house of Israel, The way of the Lord is not equal. O house of Israel, are not my ways equal? are not your ways unequal? [30] Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every one according to his ways, saith the Lord God. Repent, and turn yourselves from all your transgressions; so iniquity shall not be your ruin. 

    [31] Cast away from you all your transgressions, whereby ye have transgressed; and make you a new heart and a new spirit: for why will ye die, O house of Israel? [32] For I have no pleasure in the death of him that dieth, saith the Lord God: wherefore turn yourselves, and live ye. 


The bible is clear. Each person will pay for their own sins under the law. But we are not under the law, we are under grace and Christ has paid for our sins.

In the case of diseases that are transmitted from parent to child like HIV is unfortunate. What humanity has in common is DNA, our genes and our family traits by which mode we transfer our degeneracy.  Human contact has far reaching implications when it comes to the issue of infecting each other and of course the further from creation we are the more our DNA is flawed. 
We are now more susceptible to diseases than Adam was. They are now finding that certain abnormalities exist in several generations, that one family can carry a certain gene for a specific type of cancer. This is not a generational curse. It is generations of family members who are more susceptible or predispose to certain diseases due to certain conditions that existed in past generations. Maintaining a certain diet over centuries or being exposed for several generations to certain toxins can make one family more susceptible to a certain cancer than another family. This is not a curse but a predisposed condition since man’s fall from grace in the Garden.  
The issue of spiritual and physical sin is a condition of fallen humanity extending back from Adam. In other words, the sin nature flows through the blood of all of humanity. Every human being has the blood of his/her father going all the way back to the original source, Adam. The further away we move from creation the more we manifest our depravity. Isn’t it true that man is becoming more depraved? 

No one who calls themselves a believer should give the devil control/authority/influence over their lives or their generations past or future. If it is possible to become predisposed to a certain disease then it is also possible to change one’s conditions and reverse the effects. All the members in my immediate family, father, mother, sisters and brother have experienced full blown diabetes or border line diabetes with the exception of me. My family has a history of diabetes, high blood pressure, cancer among the cousins and strokes yet I have never had so much as a symptom. To say that my family is under some generational curse is ludicrous. Based on our life styles, diet, exposures to environments and so on some have been afflicted. 

This is not to say that they are certain illnesses that the devil can’t afflict people with. As we read about some of the people Jesus delivered from demonic possession, it was very clear that they were aware of who Jesus is and made such a declaration. The bible does not say what that person did to open themselves up to such possession and it did not say that such possession was generational. Usually we read that one person from the family was possessed not entire households. Such possessions included children, boys and girls and adults, male and female. The devil is indiscriminate.  It is clear that possession is not a disease but a spirit(s) Matthew 8:16.
Possessed/Sick: echo, ekh'-o; (including an alternate form scheo, skheh'-o; used in certain tenses only); a primary verb; to hold (used in very various applications, literal or figurative, direct or remote; such as possession, ability, contiguity, relation or condition) :- be (able, × hold, possessed with), accompany, + begin to amend, can (+ -not), × conceive, count, diseased, do, + eat, + enjoy, + fear, following, have, hold, keep, + lack, + go to law, lie, + must needs, + of necessity, + need, next, + recover, + reign, + rest, return, × sick, take for, + tremble, + uncircumcised, use.

Acts 16:16 (the damsel with a spirit of divination)
Possessed: daimonizomai, dahee-mon-id'-zom-ahee; middle from Greek 1142 (daimon); to be exercised by a dæmon :- have a (be vexed with, be possessed with) devil (-s).

Luke 8:36
I have not read anywhere in the bible where Jesus or the apostles told anyone that after salvation they had to repent of so call generational curses in order to be healed. Physical sickness is a condition being manifested in the body. Possession is a spirit manifesting through the body. One needs a cure (to be made whole) while the other need to be ejected out of the body - ekballo, ek-bal'-lo; from Greek 1537 (ek) and Greek 906 (ballo); to eject (literal or figurative) :- bring forth, cast (forth, out), drive (out), expel, leave, pluck (pull, take, thrust) out, put forth (out), send away (forth, out).
The bible stated in Luke 4:40 ‘Now when the sun was setting, all they that had any sick with divers diseases brought them unto him; and he laid his hands on every one of them, and healed them.” And James 5:14 says, “Is any sick among you? Let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord.” 
Today we have certain individuals telling the Christian body that they must first close doors, repent of the sins of their fathers, recall the family history and dig up their sleeping (dead) dogs in order to be healed. We are being told to confess all manner of sin. I believe that this is how the enemy will find his way in if he has not gotten in as yet. We open the door by digging where we ought not to. Either we are healed by His stripes or not. But we are not to dig holes of entry for the devil to enter in. No, we are truly healed by His stripes. 

Some say that if one confesses their sins they will be healed, but the bible says they will be cleanse from all unrighteousness.  This unrighteousness refers to moral wrongfulness or injustice. That means that God legally cannot condemn you to the penalty of sin (death) because you are forgiven. The penalty of sin is death paid in full by Jesus. That was/is God’s judgment for sin. He does not keep piling up penalties or replace one with another. In other words, God will not remove death – paid in full by Christ and then replace the penalty of sin with sickness. Forgiveness means exactly that - you are forgiven!

So what does sickness have to do with us who are forgiven? We are still in the body and subject to the flesh. Our spirit-man is alive in Christ but our physical bodies are still subject to the flesh. Romans 10:9 “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” What is raised from the dead? - Our spirit-man. The flesh is still waiting for the resurrection of the body. 1 Corinthians 15:52 “In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.”


Having a gene that is predisposed to cancer does not bring you under some generational curse. Christ has set us free from the curse of the law. We are yet to be freed from the physical limitations of the body which is subject to sickness and death. Nonetheless, even so we can say, 1 Cor. 15:55 “O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?” We have victory in Christ. 

So about sickness! Paul had a sickness but God said His grace was sufficient for Paul. Many people said that Paul’s thorn in the flesh was not physical but my bible tells me that it was.  


Paul say in Romans 6:19 “I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.” A transformation must come to each of us. Living a Christian life is not the same as living a transformed life. One is a form of godliness denying the power therein. 
James 5:14-15 

    Is any sick (astheneo - sick), among you? let him call (summons) for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: [15] And the prayer of faith shall save (sozo, sode'-zo; from a primary sos (contracted for obsolete saos, “safe”); to save, i.e. deliver or protect (literal or figurative) :- heal, preserve, save (self), do well, be (make) whole.) the sick (kamno – faint/weakness), and the Lord shall raise him up; and if (in the process of being healed – and if) he have committed sins (offense), they shall be forgiven him. 

When the words sick, sickness, infirmities, diseases are mentioned in the Bible, these refer to physical ailments, disabilities, weaknesses in the body (flesh) or what we call symptoms that occurs with an illness such as fevers. Certainly we are also told that we should pray for our own infirmities. A simply act of laying on of hands, anointing with oil or praying. 
Yet 1 Corinthians 11:27-31 states, “[27] Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. [28] But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. [29] For he that eateth and drinketh worthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. [30] For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep. [31] For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. 

Let’s look at what the word is saying here. It says that anyone taking the Lord’s Supper without examining him/herself – in other words, entering into the Holy of Holies unworthily – will bring judgment upon themselves. “Weak” means “to be made weak with disease, “sickly” means infirmed and “sleep” means death. These are God’s judgments of having entered into the holy of holies unworthily. What does this mean? It means that Christ has accomplished for us what we could not do for ourselves. He made it possible for each believer to come boldly unto the throne of grace – enter the holy of holies passing the brazen altar, and washing in the basin before coming in. We could not offer our own sacrifice but Christ having died gave us His blood to wash in before entering in. In other words we have no excuse for entering the holy of holies unwashed as Christ has given his blood to be washed in. The sacrifice was His once and for all but we must apply the blood before entering in.

1 Peter 2:4-5 states, “To whom coming, as unto a living stone, disallowed indeed of men, but chosen of God, and precious, Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.” The scriptures is saying that Christ has made us accessible to the Father, “Ye also, as lively stones,” we have become like the stone that built Solomon’s temple so we are formed into a temple as well. Not only the temple but “an holy priesthood,” like the high priest we can enter into the holy of holies. And yes, even to “offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.” Imagine that, we have become the temple, stone by living stone, we have become members of the priesthood because Christ is our High priest sanctifying us and we can offer our own spiritual sacrifices unto the Father. What is the sacrifice that Jesus offered? He was a lamb without spot or blemish. He was pure. “As obedient children, not fashioning yourselves according to the former lusts in your ignorance: But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy,” 1 Peter 1:14-16. Holy: physical pure, moral or religious blameless, and ceremony consecrated. Jesus has accomplished all this for  us. 
Any disease, infirmities or death that comes to us as a result of taking communion unworthily is God’s judgment because the blood has been provided for the Mikvah (washing) and we refuse to apply it. This is judgment and the failure to apply the blood must be confessed. “For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world,” 1 Corinthians 11:31-32. God is saying to us that we must judge ourselves before partaking of the Lord’s Supper and He would have no need to judge us. Then it says, the condition we find ourselves in is because He desires to chasten us – correct us – so that we will not be condemned with the world who has known of Christ sacrifice and yet reject it. But we who claims to have accepted the sacrifice yet partake of the Lord’s Supper without applying the blood. So we shall also be judged as the world will be judged. 

Is the Lord being harsh here or taking back His word of salvation – No! He has established His condition for grace to abound but we think that salvation without repentance is acceptable. We fail to understand that “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us.”  “Confess” is the operable word. This is how the church ought to examine the issue of sickness in the congregation. Seek how you are giving the Lord’s Supper and make sure the hearts of the believers have been examined and those sicknesses attributed to unworthiness will be healed. 
Now in getting back to the surmountable ailments and diseases that afflicts humanity in general. If a believer believes that he/she has unforgiven sin(s) then they make Christ’s sacrifice of none effect. You are saved by faith because you receive His total forgiveness. Along the journey we eat the bread and drink the wine as a symbol of what we receive by faith. In other words we continue in a state of forgiveness – faith and works together. “For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew (proclaim, declare) the Lord's death till he come,” 1 Corinthian 11:26. As you proclaim it you establish it be so.
Yes, by His stripes we are healed! What is healing to you? Is it what you see or is it what you know? I am healed not because my body is disease free but because Christ accomplished healing for me so that I am now acceptable to God. If you only knew what the devil knows you would be healed. Healing is about faith in action but you must receive it God’s way not man’s way. God say we receive healing by faith, and by laying on of hands but His way is not good enough – it is too simple. We feel somehow a need to do what the Pharisees did with the law – we add to it until receiving of it is no longer a gift. Let me tell you how easy it is. Just take the bread. Recognize that what you see and what is are two different things. 
If one thinks that they are healed because their have uncovered some hidden family sin(s) and confesses it, then Christ’s body broken for us is of none effect. Clearly the bible shows that sickness is a physical condition. There was a blind man who was healed by Jesus. The Pharisees asked Jesus who sinned, the man or his parents. Jesus said neither sinned, it was done so that God can be glorified. Does this mean that all sickness is to glorify God? No! it means that some will be healed to Glorify God, others as a course of their faith, some others as a course of healing by traditional and medical methods. Yet others who might not experience healing might experience partial healing and some death. 

Does partial healing, death or lack of healing mean one is without faith or the love and care of God? No! Paul had his torn and God’s grace was sufficient for him. 
Isaiah 57:1-2 

    [1] The righteous perisheth, and no man layeth it to heart: and merciful men are taken away, none considering that the righteous is taken away from the evil to come. [2] He shall enter into peace: they shall rest in their beds, each one walking in his uprightness. 
There are many who are taken out of the world from the evil to come but we are too short sighted to see it. After all, it is not the first death that we must fear but rather the second death. The second death is reserved for those that believe not. Why do we fear death if our hope is laid up in Jesus? 

We live in a society that is both obsessed with health and over indulgent in what we consume. We live on the extremes – exercise too much and eat too much, or over eat or under eat. 

Matthew 9:2 

    And, behold, they brought to him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus seeing their faith said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee. (Faith in what Jesus could do brought them to Him)
Matthew 9:22, Mark 5:34, Luke 8:48 

But Jesus turned him about, and when he saw her, he said, Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith hath made thee whole. And the woman was made whole from that hour. (Her faith in who Jesus was and what He represented. Remember Malachi 4:2. …the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings.’ She touched the hem of His garment – the strings on his prayer cloth represent the wings of God)
Matthew 9:29 

Then touched he their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it unto you. (According to your faith – whether it be as small as a mustard seed or as large as a coconut seed)
Matthew 15:28 

    Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour. (A gentile woman believing in the works of a Jew – She called Him Son of David – not even His own believed it) 
Mark 2:5 

    When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be forgiven thee. (“Their faith” not the sick man’s – so you can have faith for someone who can’t realize it for themselves)
Mark 10:52, Luke 18:42 
    And Jesus said unto him, Go thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. And immediately he received his sight, and followed Jesus in the way. (He called Him Son of David – this one even though blind had spiritual eyes to know that He was the Messiah) 

Luke 17:19 

And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee whole. (These ten with leprosy simply begged for mercy and were healed)
Acts 3:16 

    And his name through faith in his name hath made this man strong, whom ye see and know: yea, the faith which is by him hath given him this perfect soundness in the presence of you all. (This man asked for alms and received more than he asked for. And Peter through faith in Jesus’ name brought healing to the man) 
Acts 14:9 

    The same heard Paul speak: who stedfastly beholding him, and perceiving that he had faith to be healed, (The man received healing not because he asked but because someone, Peter, perceived that he had the faith to be healed)

These are all examples of people being healed. Look how different each were! Imagine that. No two received in the same manner. God is trying to tell us that we each have to believe and receive from where we are at. No man’s formula will heal you. What are you allowing God to do in your situation? Are you looking for a recipe for healing? Are you looking for a formula? Jesus said that the blind man was sick so that God maybe glorified. Is He being glorified in your situation or are you harping on why you are not being healed. But you have access to the holy of holies. You are in the throne room. How many of you would be on your way to hell if not for the reality of your sickness? 

I have allergies that prevent me from eating anything raw: fruits, nuts, vegetables and some herbs. Yes I have struggled with my allergies and begged god for healing so I can eat the fruits in the lands I travel to. My healing has not come but I live in peace with God. I can enter in to the holy of holies because I have been given access by the body and the blood. I refuse to let the devil torment me abut my allergies and I refuse to let my bothers and sisters in the Lord make me feel condemned. For many generations we have applied pesticides to our soil and produce that has caused my allergic reactions to raw produce etc. I am not physically healed but I have learned my greatest biblical truths through the experience. Because of what I have to deal with I am more vigilant physically about what I eat and spiritually about what I let in. 


I will not give the devil credence. He has no authority over my health or life. Like Paul, God’s grace is sufficient for me. At times I can eat certain fruits within limits. At times I can not. Sometimes I can eat fruits that are organic and other times not. What does it matter! I am not consumed by allergies I am consumed by grace. What is consuming you? You say that my allergies are not a matter of life and death but you are wrong. If I eat the wrong thing without knowing it and forget my meds home and I am in some remote land with no doctor I can died in a matter of minutes. But this is true for anyone getting into a car or standing innocently in a drug infested ghetto. 

Yes, I hate sickness. Every single individual on this planet has a sickness – aging – eventually we will all died from it unless Jesus returns first. Some people will die of cancer, some of HIV, some in accidents etc. To begin to ascribe certain spirits to those illnesses with the exception of demonic possession is witchcraft. WITCHCRAFT! Yes that is what I said. It is no different than men of old studying the stars to make divination. This is what so called men and women of God are doing when they write books telling what sickness is attached to what spirit and what symbol or color is meant in a dream. It is clearly witchcraft. These are tools of divination. Believers are using such tools and are finding themselves in doorways that seem at first hopeful but in reality they are breaches in the hedge God has placed around us. 


If you are sick simply ask God to heal you and be patient. Commit yourself to self examination before taking the Lord’s Supper. By all means go to the doctor – it is not forbidden in the bible. Be informed when you take medication and be an all out informed patient. Have faith from where you are personally at – God already know your level of faith (mustard seed or coconut). For goodness sake, don’t dwell on the situation. There is so much life to be lived and worrying only makes you waste the time you have. 

I have often found that when my mind becomes clear of the situation I begin to live and soon I realize I am no longer sick. One thing I do know is this, my story is my story and not someone else’s. I have to live my life, experiences and faith from my position not someone else’s. Whose position are you occupying? Whose story are you living? Whose formula are you using and whose divination are you receiving? Don’t be obsessed with your sickness or infirmity or whatever you are going through. I speak to you as Jesus did to so many, “Thy sins are forgiven thee.” It is simply a fact. They are! Now go and sin no more. As you go, let Him be glorified in your life. 

P.S. Don’t forget, the Lord’s Supper is not a ritual. Apply it to your needs. Take the bread when you are sick and take the wine when you are in an immoral condition. Let it do what it is intended to do. Examine yourselves first and share it with others who need to come in remembrance of what Jesus did for us and them. Also, what is manifested in the spirit must manifest in the natural. “Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.”  You see, you are waiting for it to be manifested in the earth first but it must be manifested first in heaven and then on the earth. Get yourself into the holy of holies and experience the throne room of God and then…
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
