Wasn’t there a time when we just depended on the change of seasons to nudge us to plow, plant, water and harvest? Now we can’t seem to make a decision unless we see our therapist, hear from Oprah, wait for CNN analysts to decide what is in the best interest of our nation meanwhile there are disclosing every weak link in our nation to the enemy, etc. It is time for us to get back to the basics and learn to think for ourselves and that goes for sinner and saint alike. 


When we read John 1:1 which states, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God,” the “Word” denotes, intelligence, logic, thought, motive, etc. Therefore the verse is saying that in the beginning was intelligence and that intelligence was with God and is God.
