We prefer to accept judgment of alternate universes rather than accept that at the end of “the day” God will judge us each and everyone according to our sins. Alternate universe as described by physicists is just a new form of denial in a God that is the sole creator of the universe. We would rather believe that every wrong decision on our part propels us and the rest of humanity into a different dimension. Is it possible that one person’s mistakes can actually create an alternate universe for everyone living on the earth?

I don’t believe any of us have that much power. I believe we impact the lives of others by the bad decisions we make but I do not believe we have the power with our every action to create another universe of reality.
