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The Ram and the Goat

Daniel had a vision about a ram and a he goat. He said the ram had two horns, one higher than the other, the higher came up first. The ram was pushing westward, northward, and southward. He was so mighty that no beast could stand before him and no one was there to bring deliverance from his might. 


Then Daniel saw a he goat coming from the west spreading through out the whole earth and touching not the ground, (in the heavens). He had a horn between the eyes. This he goat rammed the ram with all his power. He was moved with such fury that he broke the ram’s horns off. He stomped the ram down to the ground (in the earth) and no one could help the ram. 


The he goat became so strong that finally his one horn broke off and four grow in toward the four winds. And out of one of those horns another sprouted, a little one that became great toward the south, the east, and the pleasant land. This little horn became so great and powerful that it was able to cast down some of the host (angelic host) and stars (angels) to the ground (to the earth) and stamped upon them. The he goat goes on to defile the daily sacrifice. This happens during the period that the daily sacrifices will once again be offered and the time that will culminate in the transgression of desolation. This goes on two thousand and three hundred days. 

Daniel then gets the interpretation, of sorts, of the vision. He is told that the ram with the two horns are the kings of Media and Persia, and the rough goat is the king of Grecia and the horn between his eyes is the first king. The horn being broken four more came forth. The text reads, “…four kingdoms shall stand up out of the nation, but not in his power.” 

After this there will be a time when transgressions have come to a head, the pinnacle of evil, and a fierce king shall come forth. He will be responsible for several things: signs and wonders – witchcraft, he will be the epitome of pride, by the deception of peace he will destroy many souls, and he will face his greatest battle yet in which he will be broken by the Prince of princes. Here is the text in full:

Daniel 8:1-27

   [1] In the third year of the reign of king Belshazzar a vision appeared unto me, even unto me Daniel, after that which appeared unto me at the first. [2] And I saw in a vision; and it came to pass, when I saw, that I was at Shushan in the palace, which is in the province of Elam; and I saw in a vision, and I was by the river of Ulai. [3] Then I lifted up mine eyes, and saw, and, behold, there stood before the river a ram which had two horns: and the two horns were high; but one was higher than the other, and the higher came up last. [4] I saw the ram pushing westward, and northward, and southward; so that no beasts might stand before him, neither was there any that could deliver out of his hand; but he did according to his will, and became great. [5] And as I was considering, behold, an he goat came from the west on the face of the whole earth, and touched not the ground: and the goat had a notable horn between his eyes. [6] And he came to the ram that had two horns, which I had seen standing before the river, and ran unto him in the fury of his power. [7] And I saw him come close unto the ram, and he was moved with choler against him, and smote the ram, and brake his two horns: and there was no power in the ram to stand before him, but he cast him down to the ground, and stamped upon him: and there was none that could deliver the ram out of his hand. [8] Therefore the he goat waxed very great: and when he was strong, the great horn was broken; and for it came up four notable ones toward the four winds of heaven. [9] And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which waxed exceeding great, toward the south, and toward the east, and toward the pleasant land. [10] And it waxed great, even to the host of heaven; and it cast down some of the host and of the stars to the ground, and stamped upon them. [11] Yea, he magnified himself even to the prince of the host, and by him the daily sacrifice was taken away, and the place of his sanctuary was cast down. [12] And an host was given him against the daily sacrifice by reason of transgression, and it cast down the truth to the ground; and it practised, and prospered. 

    [13] Then I heard one saint speaking, and another saint said unto that certain saint which spake, How long shall be the vision concerning the daily sacrifice, and the transgression of desolation, to give both the sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot? [14] And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed. 

    [15] And it came to pass, when I, even I Daniel, had seen the vision, and sought for the meaning, then, behold, there stood before me as the appearance of a man. [16] And I heard a man's voice between the banks of Ulai, which called, and said, Gabriel, make this man to understand the vision. [17] So he came near where I stood: and when he came, I was afraid, and fell upon my face: but he said unto me, Understand, O son of man: for at the time of the end shall be the vision. [18] Now as he was speaking with me, I was in a deep sleep on my face toward the ground: but he touched me, and set me upright. [19] And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall be in the last end of the indignation: for at the time appointed the end shall be. [20] The ram which thou sawest having two horns are the kings of Media and Persia. [21] And the rough goat is the king of Grecia: and the great horn that is between his eyes is the first king. [22] Now that being broken, whereas four stood up for it, four kingdoms shall stand up out of the nation, but not in his power. [23] And in the latter time of their kingdom, when the transgressors are come to the full, a king of fierce countenance, and understanding dark sentences, shall stand up. [24] And his power shall be mighty, but not by his own power: and he shall destroy wonderfully, and shall prosper, and practise, and shall destroy the mighty and the holy people. [25] And through his policy also he shall cause craft to prosper in his hand; and he shall magnify himself in his heart, and by peace shall destroy many: he shall also stand up against the Prince of princes; but he shall be broken without hand. [26] And the vision of the evening and the morning which was told is true: wherefore shut thou up the vision; for it shall be for many days. [27] And I Daniel fainted, and was sick certain days; afterward I rose up, and did the king's business; and I was astonished at the vision, but none understood it. 

You might imagine that, that is all he wrote, and so you may be tempted to deduce from the above text a scenario of human kingdoms and the forces of world alliances forming some end time conglomeration of forces to do battle with each other; all this to usher in one man of charismatic appeal that will ultimately deceive the world and bring it to the emergence of the millennial kingdom of Christ. It is far beyond that, it is quite more sinister than this. 


This scenario began long before the creation of man when the archangel Lucifer attempted to usurp the throne of God. Since then he has been plotting to utterly annihilate humanity. He started in the Garden of Eden, then he tainted the bloodline of humanity and all living creatures, flesh, until only Noah, his family, and seven and two of every kind of creature was saved aboard the ark while the earth was utterly flooded. 


After the flood it was not so extensive but the bloodline was once again tainted. This time it would seem that most creatures were spared and it wasn’t as extensive as prior to the flood. Some people say that the mixing of the righteous people, the seed of Seth, with the unrighteous people, the seed of Cain, caused the enormous stature that was found in giants. How impossible this would be as we see today that many believers join themselves to unbelievers and so far none have produced a giant. 

Rather, this was due to the introduction of new DNA into the human gene pool, that of the sons of God: angels, mighty men, watchers, fallen stars, giants. God said when he created all flesh that every thing shall bring forth after its kind. Man and woman produced a human offspring. Human mingled with angelic DNA will produce giants. Descriptions in the Bible of angels always lead us to believe that angels were of great stature and very imposing. They are giants in comparison to man. There stature was so daunting that when they would appear it would cause the person to faint in terror. 

I would imagine that over the centuries of assimilation into human DNA the mingled bloodline of angels and humans might almost appear more human than not. Yet there have been reports and sightings all along throughout the world of giants and such. Does all this seem so far fetched? 
Certainly we Christian believe the story of the angelic host appearing to the shepherds in the fields at the birth of Christ. We believe that the men of Sodom and Gomorrah tried to have sexual relations with the two male angels that came to bring judgment to the cities. We believe that David did indeed kill his Goliath.  We believe that David saw the destroying angel poised between the heaven and the earth with his sword drawn in judgment. Do we not believe that Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego walked about in the midst of the fiery furnace unscorched with an angelic being in their midst? Do we not believe that the angel of death descended in Egypt and killed the first born males of every household that did not have blood applied to the door post? How then about the angel, the cherub, that was posted with a flaming sword at the Garden of Eden to prevent Adam and Eve from entering again. 
We have to keep in mind that these angels that descended came with knowledge from above and so they were able to manipulate and introduce to humanity those things that were not intended for us. Deuteronomy 29:29 states, “The secret things belong unto the Lord our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our children for ever, that we may do all the words of this law.” They took the secret things of God and put them into the minds of man. They had and still do have the knowledge to altar creation. We think we are now inventing cloning, and technology and such, but archeological discoveries are proving that we are really the cavemen. 

Now if we look further into the Book of Daniel we will discover what has been overlooked. “In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia a thing was revealed unto Daniel, whose name was called Belteshazzar; and the thing was true, but the time appointed was long: and he understood the thing, and had understanding of the vision” Daniel 10:1. Daniel was in a fast for three long weeks when he had a vision of a man. Take a look at the description of this being. “His body also was like the beryl, and his face as the appearance of lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in colour to polished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a multitude” Daniel 10:6. What a magnificent creature this man was. This was not a description of a human, this was an angel.

The man proceeds to sort of apology for being delayed because he encounter a hindrance whilst he was on his way to Daniel. “But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me one and twenty days: but, lo, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me; and I remained there with the kings of Persia” Daniel 10:13. This angelic being was in route to Daniel when another angelic being, referred to as the prince of Persia withstood him. This is the governmental regimen earlier referred to in Daniel’s vision. This is not a human earthly alliances or kingdoms. The prince of the kingdom of Persia is a kingdom in the spirit realm.  Ephesians 6:12 states, “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.” In other words this is not a flesh and blood kingdom, but a kingdom ruled by principalities. 

We also note in the text that Michael is given the title of one of the chief princes, “…he shall also stand up against the Prince of princes…” (Daniel 8:25. We at least can surmise that Michael is not the Prince of princes, and we know that there are other princes because the one that withstood this man, the angel,  was the prince of the Kingdom of Persia and in Daniel 10:20 it states that they is also a prince of Grecia.  “Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore I come unto thee? and now will I return to fight with the prince of Persia: and when I am gone forth, lo, the prince of Grecia shall come.” So we have a host of princes that are not from the seed of man but are angelic. The text also states that there are kings of Persia, angelic beings who also withstood this man and Daniel who had to come to his aid. It is quite obvious that the man, the angel, was not referring to Cyrus king of Persia although he was the human earthly king at the time. 

Daniel 10:14 states, “Now I am come to make thee understand what shall befall thy people in the latter days: for yet the vision is for many days. So this angelic was here to tell Daniel what would befall humanity in the latter days. We are in the midst of an angelic war and the prize is the souls of man and the throne of God. The enemy will be defeated in both pursuits. 
What the angel told Daniel would happen was so incredible that Daniel fainted. “For how can the servant of this my lord talk with this my lord? for as for me, straightway there remained no strength in me, neither is there breath left in me” Daniel 10:17. Remember Luke 21:26, “Men's hearts failing them for fear, and for looking after those things which are coming on the earth: for the powers of heaven shall be shaken.” What will transpire in the heaven and in the earth will literally cause men’s hearts to fail for fear. We really have no idea how horrific it will be. I assure you, it is not Tim LaHaye and Jerry B. Jenkins’ Left Behind scenario. “And I Daniel fainted, and was sick certain days; afterward I rose up, and did the king's business; and I was astonished at the vision, but none understood it” Daniel 8:27.

Imagine that, both the earth and the heaven will be shaken. As David looked up and saw the destroying angel poised between heaven and earth, we also will be able to look up and see the battle between heaven and earth and on the earth. See I Chronicles 21: 15-16. How traumatic is that? We are not prepared for what is to come. Here is the text in full: 
Daniel 10:1-21
[1] In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia a thing was revealed unto Daniel, whose name was called Belteshazzar; and the thing was true, but the time appointed was long: and he understood the thing, and had understanding of the vision. [2] In those days I Daniel was mourning three full weeks. [3] I ate no pleasant bread, neither came flesh nor wine in my mouth, neither did I anoint myself at all, till three whole weeks were fulfilled. [4] And in the four and twentieth day of the first month, as I was by the side of the great river, which is Hiddekel; [5] Then I lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a certain man clothed in linen, whose loins were girded with fine gold of Uphaz: [6] His body also was like the beryl, and his face as the appearance of lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in colour to polished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a multitude. [7] And I Daniel alone saw the vision: for the men that were with me saw not the vision; but a great quaking fell upon them, so that they fled to hide themselves. [8] Therefore I was left alone, and saw this great vision, and there remained no strength in me: for my comeliness was turned in me into corruption, and I retained no strength. [9] Yet heard I the voice of his words: and when I heard the voice of his words, then was I in a deep sleep on my face, and my face toward the ground. 
    [10] And, behold, an hand touched me, which set me upon my knees and upon the palms of my hands. [11] And he said unto me, O Daniel, a man greatly beloved, understand the words that I speak unto thee, and stand upright: for unto thee am I now sent. And when he had spoken this word unto me, I stood trembling. [12] Then said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel: for from the first day that thou didst set thine heart to understand, and to chasten thyself before thy God, thy words were heard, and I am come for thy words. [13] But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me one and twenty days: but, lo, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me; and I remained there with the kings of Persia. [14] Now I am come to make thee understand what shall befall thy people in the latter days: for yet the vision is for many days. [15] And when he had spoken such words unto me, I set my face toward the ground, and I became dumb. [16] And, behold, one like the similitude of the sons of men touched my lips: then I opened my mouth, and spake, and said unto him that stood before me, O my lord, by the vision my sorrows are turned upon me, and I have retained no strength. [17] For how can the servant of this my lord talk with this my lord? for as for me, straightway there remained no strength in me, neither is there breath left in me. [18] Then there came again and touched me one like the appearance of a man, and he strengthened me, [19] And said, O man greatly beloved, fear not: peace be unto thee, be strong, yea, be strong. And when he had spoken unto me, I was strengthened, and said, Let my lord speak; for thou hast strengthened me. [20] Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore I come unto thee? and now will I return to fight with the prince of Persia: and when I am gone forth, lo, the prince of Grecia shall come. [21] But I will shew thee that which is noted in the scripture of truth: and there is none that holdeth with me in these things, but Michael your prince. 
Tradition has taught us to look at this from a human perspective, but the universe is made up of the visible and the invisible. We are poising ourselves for counter attack where our weapons are useless. But the Bible says that no weapon formed against us, the saints, shall prosper. This is because our weapon is the word of God. Ephesians 6:11-18 makes this quite clear. This is not a spiritual thing God is asking us to do. He wants us to literally, “Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness;  And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace;  Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.  And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.” This is not a form of godliness; this is living your life in holiness because this is what He, God, requires of us. 

God has provided us with the armor to fight off the enemy when they come upon the earth. These are the only weapons that will deflect the attacks of the enemy. Yet man in his ignorance will try to defend against this angelic onslaught with carnal and visible weapons and so a multitude will be slain. God gives us knowledge because we can avoid many of the judgments to come if we only keep His commandments and statues. God gave the church the same opportunity that He gave Israel.

If we flee from evil, evil will not befall us. Only the saints will escape because we will not lack knowledge. The world around us will perish in its foolishness. Any military defense that is raised up by us humans to counter the attacks of the enemy will be a venture into folly. God has given us His word to prepare us for what is to come. Daniel 8:1 says,  “In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia a thing was revealed unto Daniel, whose name was called Belteshazzar; and the thing was true, but the time appointed was long: and he understood the thing, and had understanding of the vision.” Daniel had understanding but the thing was appointed for the latter days not in Daniel’s time. God wants us to also understand the thing in the vision. He wants us prepared, the saints, so that we can prepare the lost to accept His Son before the thing is upon us. Death upon the earth is on the increase, people are dying in their sins and the church is being spiritual and religious. In the days of David and Solomon the temple was a place for God to dwell among His people. Today the church is the place where Christian hide so we don’t have to “go ye therefore” because we already been to the church. But Paul the Apostle said that our bodies are the temple of God so the going is the temple, the church, going as we go.
