You see, a good idea often seems right but the end of those ways leads to death. In this case you can apply death to destiny. I have been cautioned, “The tone of the article at times could be taken the wrong way. Some of the things you discussed came off a little aggressive, somewhat biased and generally off topic. The “ps” sounded a little condescending and might cause someone to wonder why they are expected to be receptive to your words, but you are not receptive to theirs.”  Well, let me just repeat myself, “if the words are for you receive it and if not delete it.”

3. 1 Samuel 16:7 “But the Lord said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or on the height of his stature; because I have refused him: for the Lord seeth not as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the Lord looketh on the heart.” – See yourself the way God sees you!
4. Jeremiah 29:11 “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.” – An expected end is exactly what it means, things that He longs to give you! 

5. Romans 12:2 “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” – You can’t do a self help to change your wrong thinking only Christ can do this in you. When God renews your mind you will come into His will for your life.

6. Philip. 4:8 “Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things.” – The battle begins in the mind. This is the place where the enemy needs to be defeated. 

7. Zech. 4:10 “For who hath despised the day of small things?...” – Your life and your destiny is not a small thing to God. 

8. 1 Samuel 9:21 “And Saul answered and said, Am not I a Benjamite, of the smallest of the tribes of Israel? and my family the least of all the families of the tribe of Benjamin? wherefore then speakest thou so to me?” – Saul saw himself as small in his own eyes. God saw a king but Saul saw a small person of no consequence. 

I am certain that you can search the scripture adequately for God’s answers for you.  I know it can be tempting to spend your money on one of those self help books but you already have the book with all the answers. Deut. 4:29 “But if from thence thou shalt seek the Lord thy God, thou shalt find him, if thou seek him with all thy heart and with all thy soul.” Does this sound to simple? Well it is simple. God isn’t trying to hide from us He wants to be found.  

Ok ladies, God and you have business to take care of so go to it. Just keep one thing in mind. Becoming a mighty woman of God does not mean thinking positive, “positive thinking”, it means being positive when you know you heard from God and just trusting Him to do what He says. Positive thinking is humanistic, but being positive about what God says is taking Him on His word because His word cannot return void. 

So how do you know you have heard from God? Practice being in His presence and you will begin to recognize His distinct voice. Let Him begin to tune your frequency to His. If it sounds like static then it isn’t Him you are hearing from. Put out your fleece. Remember, what God says must line up precept on precept with His word.
