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Romans 6:1-23 (paraphrased)
[1] What shall Amos say then? Shall Amos continue in sin, that grace may abound? 
[2] God forbid. How shall Amos, that is dead to sin, live any longer therein? 
[3] Amos know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? 
[4] Therefore Amos is buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so Amos also should walk in newness of life. 
[5] For if Amos have been planted together in the likeness of his death, Amos shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: 
[6] Knowing this, that Amos’s old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth Amos should not serve sin. 
[7] For he that is dead is freed from sin. 
[8] Now if Amos be dead with Christ, Amos believes that Amos shall also live with him: 
[9] Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him. 
[10] For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. 
[11] Likewise reckon Amos also yourself to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
[12] Let not sin therefore reign in Amos’s mortal body, that Amos should obey it in the lusts thereof. [13] Neither yield Amos your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourself Amos unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. 
[14] For sin shall not have dominion over Amos: for Amos is not under the law, but under grace. 
[15] What then? Shall Amos sin, because Amos is not under the law, but under grace? God forbid. 
[16] Amos know ye not, that to whom Amos yield yourself servants to obey, his servants Amos is to whom Amos obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 
[17] But God be thanked, that Amos was the servant of sin, but Amos have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered Amos. 
[18] Being then made free from sin, Amos became the servant of righteousness. 
[19] I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as Amos have yielded his members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield Amos your members servant to righteousness unto holiness. 
[20] For when Amos was the servant of sin, Amos was free from righteousness. 
[21] What fruit had Amos then in those things whereof Amos is now ashamed? for the end of those things is death. 
[22] But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, Amos have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. 
[23] For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
            In the verse 17 it states that Amos had received that form of doctrine that made him free from righteousness. This doctrine that Amos possessed before he came to the Lord gave him permission to make provisions for his flesh to sin without any condemnation or restriction for Amos was biblically a child of the devil. And Amos legally had the right to fulfill the deeds of the law of sin and death. The things mentioned in verse 12 states that Amos shall not let sin rule in his body. The reason it says not let is because when Amos was saved sin had a legal right to rule and reign and have dominion over Amos. 
            Also in Mark 7:21-23 states, “For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness: [All these evil things come from within, and defile the man.”  Now because Amos was dead in sin these things had a legal right to reign in his life. This is why God said in verse 6 that Amos had to be crucified with Christ, his old man and the body of sin had to be destroyed. For this reason it is not a soul problem it is a heart problem that is why God judged us to be buried with His Son in His death. 
            For this reason the spirit of God has taken us and immersed us in to Christ’s death to do away with the very thing that Satan had a biblical right to rule over our lives. So God solved the problem. This is why water baptism is a picture of death because God wants us to fully understand that once we are born again what he did in our lives to make sure our freedom is legally secure. This is so that the devil could not come back later and use our past against us. He got a photo of that old man but the problem is that that old man has been crucified and destroyed. The old man’s death certificate is found in Romans chapter 6. Now, we as children of God have a say in what we yield our members to. If we choose not to yield our members to righteousness we have elected to submit our members to unrighteousness. This is why we have to choose to do right or wrong. God will not make this choice for us. He has provided everything that we need to live and walk in the resurrection life. 
            Life will manifest in our lives to every member of our body. As is mentioned in verse 4 and in John 1:4, “In him was life; and the life was the light of men.” This life has become the life of man and this light shines in darkness and it comprehends it not.  This light is zoe in Greek. It refers to the principle of life in the spirit and soul. It is distinguished form bios which is physical life, livelihood, of which zoe is the nobler word which expresses all of the highest and best which Christ is and which He gives to the saints and is the highest blessedness of the creature (Zodhiates 2222). 
            In John chapter 4:14-15, Jesus was speaking, He said,  “But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.  The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.” He is stating that once we are born of the Spirit of God we have this life dwelling in our spirit. Jesus calls this life a well that dwells in our hearts. Now we have to figure out the way to draw that water out of this well so we will not thirst. 
            I had an auntie that lived in Oklahoma. She owns the property she lives on. She had a well dug on it and on the well there is a wheel that has a chain. A bucket is then hooked onto the chain to lower into the well to draw the water. This water is very fresh, cool, and refreshing, even more so than the water you get from the tap or the ice box. So we have this living water living in us in our spirit. Proverbs 18:4 states, “The words of a man's mouth are as deep waters, and the wellspring of wisdom as a flowing brook.” This is where that well is located and how it is drawn out. When a person is spirit filled and have the ability to pray in tongues this tongue will draw that living water that is in us out. This will also be refreshing to our natural bodies and edify our spirit man keeping us sensitive to the things of the kingdom of God.
            In I Peter 2:2 states, “As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that ye may grow thereby:” Just as a new born baby desires the milk of the word which causes them to grow, even so should we as spirit filled believers desire to be filled with the spirit every night and day of our lives. There should never be a time in a child of God’s life where they are not praying in the spirit because we are just like that baby and being filled is not just a one time thing.  This is a continual thing that we can be partakers of until we hear that voice from heaven saying come up hither.  
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
