A Matter of Truth

I am learning not to limit God by limiting my mind to new thoughts. Either they are there to establish a firmer foundation of what I know is truth or they are there to widen the box of knowledge, my limitations on God. I have often said that we put God in a box but I have come to realize that it is ok for God to be in a box. The box does not limit God it only limits us. We are limited because we do not believe that we can grow in a box and that God exist in and out of the box.
