A Thin Line


There’s a thin line that stands between sound doctrine and false doctrine. I am constantly praying and asking God to keep me sound in His word. It is an awesome responsibility to publish a web site. We are to edify each other and build up each other. We are not to coddle one another or spoon feed each other. We often enable each other when we should always direct each one another back to the word for confirmation and knowledge, and truth. All I am saying is this, guard your mind with the word of God.  I am always reading and rereading my devotions and articles to ensure after further studies that what I have written remains in line with the written word of God. There are times that I made changes because of the choice of words or I need to explain what I mean by a term or phrase.

One word in the wrong place in a sentence might convey something erroneous to the word of God. I must be accountable; we are our brothers keepers. Remember that the word of God is also for correction. When we err it will correct us. My hope is not to err, my prayer is not to cross that thin line, my concern is that you study diligently; my goal is that you grow in faith, in the word, and in soul-winning. Study for yourselves, study so you can convey the good news to others, study so you can edify each other.
