A Time of Visitation


Do you know when you have had a time of visitation? Are you able to discern the times you are living in? Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world” 1 John 4:1-3. So you see every visitation is not of God. We must be keenly discerning.


Discernment comes from studying the word of God. It is how we hone our spiritual monitor. It is also how we develop a good conscience. We filter everything through the word of God and our thinking becomes more refined. We make fewer mistakes and our spiritual eyes become keener. Our time of visitation should not conclude with us wondering whether it was or wasn’t. It should be clear to us the intent of the visitation. 

Your visitation never ends with you. It is not all about you. It is about God connecting with you so you can connect with someone else. If you have had your visitation, then prepare someone else to receive theirs. Your visitation might come through that soul you have won to the Lord. Your visitation might be through that person you think you are sharing the gospel with. They might be your angel unawares.
