Access to Participate
There are many of us that seem to think that access to God means only salvation and all else has been said and made final. In actuality, access is given and now we must begin the process of participation in the relationship Jesus has given us which is access to God the Father. It does not mean that we can do anything in or of ourselves to be better or to better ourselves. It simply mean that Jesus is the veil – the entrance to the throne room (of the Father so that we can come boldly unto the throne of grace that we may obtain mercy in time of need. 


Mercy in time of need is for the occasions when we go astray and when we are in the midst of personal struggle and weaknesses. Our weaknesses in light of Christ allow us to make our request know unto God in that we are in need of help. So we cast our cares upon Him, Jesus, for He cares for us. This is access to participation. We enter into a relationship wherein we can cry Abba Father. Jesus makes intercession for us by declaring to the Father that we have access to Him through His shed blood. This does not mean that we can sin and then go to the Father because grace abounds, it means that when we fall short God does not close the veil which is now the body of Christ, and it means that He sees us in light of the body of Christ. 

Access is no longer denied. David said, search me and know me O Lord and see if there be any wicked way in me. Now in light of Christ we can also say, here I am Lord, search me, even me. Look into me and dialogue with me what doth hinder me from thee. Show me, tell me, talk to me, and reason with me! We can say, Father, I present myself before your throne, I am unworthy, but your Son has bid me come to thee. This is relationship where in the children approach the Father and the Father relates to the child. It does not mean that we can be unholy in His presence but that the shed blood washes us clean. 

The enemy wants us to think that what Christ accomplished on the cross was not – is not enough. He wants us to stay out of the throne room. He wants to hold our complete redemption in abeyance.  He means to pervert the gospel which is the good news that Jesus has met the Father’s requirements for the restoration of man. As we cast all our cares before Christ and receive the forgiveness of sin, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. Peace means just that, peace. When there is peace there is participation. There is relationship. We have access to God and that means that we can participate in relationship with Him. 

So, renew your mind in Christ and enter into the holy of holies and speak to the Father and listen to Him. Let Him be a Father to you and like little children submit to your Father’s will for you are His delight.
