Apathy in the Church

I have been on the phone this morning looking for a Church in specific location trying to locate a place to stay while on missions. I can’t believe the apathy I am finding in the church.

The general response is that “I’m sorry, but we don’t put people up and we don’t recommend anyone to our members to house.” Interesting isn’t it! The church is so bogged down with programs and works for the Lord that they have no clue as to what God’s real work is. It is about going after the souls and because we have spent several decades building mega churches to house the host of God’s kingdom on earth we are apathetic to the individuals that God is sending out and the work He desires for us to do.

No one goes to the prisons. The last prison ministry I participated in, the Chaplain was happy to have even an inkling of someone willing to come in and minister on a regular basis to the inmates. The church wouldn’t go so the Mormons, the Jehovah Witnesses, and the Muslim community are going. Yet 80% of our population would have gone through our correctional facilities by 2010. Islam is the fastest growing religion in the world because the church is sitting on its spiritual laurels. 

Why are we so apathetic? I think we are thinking miniscule instead of on a grander scale. We have limited the number of saints that can fit into God’s kingdom and have relegated them to church buildings on earth. The Jehovah Witness movement once believed that only 144,000 of them would make it into the kingdom. Now that they number have exceeded 144,000 and they can see the mass of others before them they are apt to go out and gleam more members. Why can’t the church see the mass of people dying in their sins and go our and harvest.

Why aren’t the churches hosting missionaries? Why aren’t the churches about claiming their neighborhoods for God? Why aren’t we concerned about the number of individuals still living in sin after we have reached capacity in our buildings? Why wouldn’t we allow our membership to help out in other ministries with our blessings? Why are we not equipping the saints with teachings so they can go out to the lost? It is because we are so busy preaching so we make them spiritual gluttons that they become to spiritually obese to move?

Our churches are no good to us closed. They are no use to us if we are not carrying out the great commission. They are no use to us if we are not feeding the hungry, taking care of the widows and orphans among us. Rent and utilities are unpaid while the church has a reserve in the bank. Most have their money in money market accounts and such. What for? They are needs to be met in the church house. We collect love offerings for visiting evangelist but no one do so for the membership. We are too apathetic. The master will come as a thief in the night.
