Are you a Wave Rider?

I felt that if I made myself obscure from their view, he/she would not call on me in class. I remained silent and hidden in the back row until I had accomplished this objective. That summer the guidance counselor made an error on my records and I was placed in a regular class. By the time my teacher took notice of me and checked my records it was too late to place me in the honors class where I should have been. The consensus was that I should move up but not into the top honors class. 


So you see being obscure is not in our best interest. Being a pew warmer is not in our best interest. We sit in places where no one will take notice and so we do not get the opportunity to reach our full potential or there is a delay in our destiny. It is the same thing in the kingdom of God. Many believers are hiding out in pews so no one will take notice of them. 

We miss the opportunities to be disciples, to minister, to serve, and to mature. By the time someone takes notice of us we find we are ill equipped. God cannot use us because we have chosen a seat of obscurity. 


Being a Christian is like being a wave rider. We can choose to sit on the beach or get into the water and ride the waves. The beach is like the church building which we frequent. The water is the life. It is where we wash, where we drink and what we move about on. It is never too late to get into the water. It is never too late to be noticed. It might take some time to be equipped to move into that top honors class, but it is never too late. As for me, the following school year I was promoted to where I should have been all that the time. 


I learned then never again to take the back seat and never again to remain silent. Sometimes, once in a while I prefer obscurity when I need to regroup. However, that is only for a brief season. Let God take notice of you and trust Him to bring you from the pew to the waves. There is much work to be done. When the roll is called up yonder where will you be? Will you be at the front or the back of the line?
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
