Be not Conformed 

 
Romans 12:2 states, “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” 

 We are being confronted with many non-scriptural issues of life because we are a society, no rather a world, that have grown accustomed to sin in a form of godliness to the point in which we sin with the pretense of righteousness. We do that which is considered acceptable in society’s eyes and think we have maintained God’s holy standards.

If we want to be credible to the world then we must learn how to renew our minds. For the sake of the gospel we must not conform. Romans 8:1 states, “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.” Christ gives us assurance when we turn from the ways of the world, we will not be condemned by Him.  This is the extent of grace; a pure conscience to operate as a child of God. Just this fact alone should cause us to do the good, acceptable, and perfect will of God.
