Before it is too late

Before it’s too late we need to be sure that what we are doing for the Lord are truly the important things. We can spend a lifetime being busy about what we think God wants us to do, but in actuality, God is more concerned with the lost than with anything else.  He wants us to be in personal fellowship with Him and He wants us to seek out the lost and bring them to Him.


You can sing well, but if it’s not winning souls, then it is underused and overexposed. You can write well, but if you aren’t writing to disciple, edify, and win the lost to Christ, then it is not worth the paper it is written on. Your layman’s work in the church is fine, but if it’s not winning souls then it is unprofitable. Does this sound like what you have been doing is pointless? It’s not intended to be that way, it’s intended to get our priorities right. 


How would it be if you spent the last twenty years as a believer and never won a soul to the Lord? That would be like working as a salesman for a company for twenty years, you collect a salary every week, but you never sold a thing.  Imagine that! We are doing the same thing in God’s kingdom. We reap all the benefits and never win a soul. I have been a soul winner since I was sixteen years old and now I look back and realize that if not for anything else, my life was of value to God. God want us all to be of such value in His kingdom. He wants you to be profitable as you enjoy His promises. 


Before it is too late, take a moment to reevaluate your Christian walk. Look at your priorities and see whether they’re according to God’s list of priorities or not. If you find you are lacking in some areas, it is not too late to shift your list. It is never too late with God. Do not wait until the end of days and then have to repent as you consider what you should have done, could have done, and did not do. 


Busy yourself with God’s work, but be sure it is God’s work and not what you think God might expect or would except of you. Think on this. Jesus said when we care for the poor, hungry, and orphans we are doing unto Him. He also said we are to “go ye.” So when we do any of these things we are operating on God’s list of priorities. In other words, the list is not lacking things to do; it is lacking people to do the right things. There is plenty of work but we have learned to do plenty of things that are not really kingdom work. 


Kingdom work is God’s work because it is His kingdom. Before it is too late, we need to learn what exactly kingdom work is. We need to reevaluate our work and bring it inline with the Father’s will. In Luke 2:49, Jesus said to Mary and Joseph when He remained behind in Jerusalem, “… How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?” You see, Jesus knew that His father had a certain business that He was required to do. Not just any old business but the Father’s business.  The Father’s business is the Father’s business; this is what we ought to be doing.
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
