But know this
Matthew 24:43

But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up.

Are you watching your house? Are you on guard? Are your sentinels posted? Is your watchman on the wall and are your gates wide open because you think nothing can harm you? But you must guard your spiritual house, your spirit man; your temple must be secured from intrusions by the enemy. You do not know when the thief will come. Satan is coming to steal from you. The “goodman” is also a watchman. He is on guard 24/7 with His mind brimming over with God’s words like a silo filled to the brim. 


But know this; if you are not living in a constant state of watchfulness, then you are not a “goodman.” You are suffering your house to be broken up. You have left your house in such disarray that you do not notice that the thief has broken in on numerous occasions and have stolen from you. He is stealing the truth of the word of God. He is exchanging truth for falsehood ever so slight it is unnoticeable because he is repositioning the deception yet not utterly removing the truth. 


Review your theology and see what has sneaked in. Lay your notions next to the word and see if they line up precept on precept, line upon line. Are you certain you have the real McCoy or do you have a counterfeit? Be careful, the counterfeit is so near to exact that you might miss the truth. A sneaky thief will rearrange your things so that it appears as though nothing is missing. If you have to question whether something belongs there or not, it was probably rearranged. Truth is clear and precise. Truth leaves nothing to question. We debate because we are looking for a loophole not because we are seeking the truth. 


What are you seeking that you have left your house unwatched? What is it that you are willing to compromise and willing to allow your house to be broken up? This is not the time to stand down your watch. “Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober” 1 Thessalonians 5:6, and  “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour” 1 Peter 5:8.


But know this, we have been warned. We have been told to prepare to expect the thief who has come to steal, kill, and destroy. We have also been told to watch for our Messiah who shall return as a thief in the night. Isn’t that so like Satan to come as Christ would come? Remember, Satan is a counterfeiter and a deceiver. This is why he is referred to as a counterfeiter; it is because he seeks to distract us and deceive us by counterfeiting every step and move of God in hopes that we will question who the real Messiah is. He wants us to doubt. Know this one thing, doubt is a thief. Watch less ye fall into doubt.
