Can God Change

To imply that God does not change because He would have to have a body is a gross misunderstanding of the text. Certainly He is capable of taking any form that He desires if He so desires. He is capable of creating out of nothing He is certainly capable of transforming if He so desires. 

To imply that if God transforms would make Him capable of diminishing or being entirely mortal without the power of resurrection in death is to say that God is not Omnipotent. 

Exodus 3:2 

    And the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed. 

Exodus 13:21-22 

    And the Lord went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night: He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, from before the people. 

Exodus 19:18 

    And mount Sinai was altogether on a smoke, because the Lord descended upon it in fire: and the smoke thereof ascended as the smoke of a furnace, and the whole mount quaked greatly. 

Exodus 24:17 

    And the sight of the glory of the Lord was like devouring fire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children of Israel. 

To imply that He is incapable of profound feelings is to say He is not merciful, longsuffering, compassionate, loving, et cetera. What is clearly awesome about God is His ability to communicate with His creation and to understand them. Certainly His holiness requires His active participation in His creation – He judge that which He created. Judgment requires action and action from a just God invokes mercy. Mercy will allow a just God to change His JUST mind and temper justice with mercy. Although He knew there were no righteous men in Sodom and Gomorrah, He entertained Abraham’s query to spare the cities if any could be found.  

Exodus 32:14 

    And the Lord repented of the evil which he thought to do unto his people. 

He changed His mind because His love compelled Him to. Thank God! Clearly God cannot change means that He can not go against His character or nature. He must act within His Holiness and His creative power – There is nothing to hard for Him. He changes not – does not imply limitations.
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
