Do No More

Have you ever wondered when is enough truly is enough. I though about this for quite sometime because I had issues that were not resolved. I wondered how much more energy I should put into them and the answer came while reading Job. I was reading about leviathan the dragon and up pops this verse in Job 41:8, “Lay thine hand upon him, remember the battle, do no more.” 


I thought this was a very strange verse at first, but then after meditating on it for a while I realize the impact of it. “Lay thine hand upon him” – if the enemy is under our feet, what have I to fear. The issue is not to let go of the problem but put it where it belongs- under our feet – get a hold of it. 
Then the next part made sense, “remember the battle.” The battle is not ours but the Lord’s – as simple as that. Laying a hold of the enemy does not mean the battle is ours. Jehoshaphat still had to march on the battle field but he did not engage the enemy – God did that.  Too often we look to engage the enemy but that only means we become entangle with him or with our problems. We can realize there is a battle – like praying it through the blood, and by faith saying, “Mountain move.” Knowing there is a battle does not mean engagement.
Finally we come to the conclusion, “do no more.” It means just that, “do no more.” Why do we always ask God to help us and then turn around and do more? We take up weapons by speaking, doing, or reacting when we should simply become still and know that He is God.  

Do no more is exactly what we should be doing no matter whether the issue you are dealing with is as big as leviathan or as small as a mustard seed. It is the same when we witness the gospel to others. We are apt to attempt to drive home the point time and time again until we drive off the potential of the Holy Spirit to do the work. We think that we are the planter, the water giver, and the harvester all at once. We think we have to bring the problem to a conclusion all at once or within a matter of time – but time is outside the realm of God’s domain. Time is made for man not God.

So, “do no more” mean what it implies – “do no more.” When faced with your personal issues or issues of evangelism, “Lay thine hand upon it, remember the battle, do no more.” This does not mean you take your hands off the matter and then latter on putting it back on. It means laying a hold of the thing and holding on until the battle is over and meanwhile you do no more than that. 
This is a matter of not becoming overcome with life but rather overcoming life’s issues and circumstances. Now I realize that when in fact I become silent and still that He is working out the problems through those that have offended me, harm me, or He is stifling the actions of the enemy. If you have not engaged the enemy he has no recourse but to seek another prey. He will flee because his primary focus is to engage someone – any one. Believe you me, there are many people out there that are eager to engage the enemy because of ignorance, or they think they are mighty warriors of God and nothing can touch them. When you do no more he will soon turn his attentions to someone else and then you can say, “What did offended me?”
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
