Do the Father’s Will

The "true" six fold ministries of God are found in Matthew 25:31-46. In short, (1) I was hungry and you gave me to eat, (2) I was thirsty and you gave me to drink, (3) I was a stranger and you took me in, (4) naked and you clothed me, (5) I was sick and you visited me, (6) I was in prison and you came unto me. All these acts include the homeless as well. 

We have prided ourselves in thinking the five fold ministry are the gifts: apostles, prophets, evangelist, pastors, and teachers (See Ephesians 4:11). Those are exactly what the Holy Bible says they are. These gifts are to assist us in carrying out the six fold ministry of the work of God. They are only being used to elevate people into prominent positions in the church and to forsake the real work which is the Father’s will. Prophets in the ministry of taking in strangers will prophecy that which was predestined for all who believes in the name of Jesus; Romans 10:9-10 [9] That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. [10] For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.” An evangelist while visiting the prisoners will preach redemption and salvation. A pastor while giving drink to those that thirst will pass the cup and break bread always in remembrance of Jesus. A teacher while clothing the naked will also teach them how to access the garment of praise. Do you see how the gifts are to be applied and administered?

 We have taken the thing of lesser value and have elevated it to the greater. Jesus did not go around shouting from the roof top that He was the Son of God, He did the works of the Father and the people knew that He was the Son of God. Do the works and whatever the Lord has destined for you, the people will know because their spirit will bear witness of the Father and who He has declared you to be.
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
