Feed the Hungry

Matthew 25:31-46 speaks about the six fold ministry of the church. These are the works that the body of Christ should be busy about doing while we wait for the eminent return of out Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. We are told to occupy ourselves with feeding the hungry, giving drink to those that thirst, clothing the naked, visiting the sick and those in prison, and taking in strangers. The great commission comes in play when we do these works which are the Father’s will. All gifts given to the body are used to enhance our ability to carry out these works. 

As we feed the hungry with the physical food needed for sustenance, it becomes possible to feed the spirit man. Take for example the gifts mentioned in the book of Ephesians: apostles, prophets, evangelist, pastors and teachers. If a person is hungry we can give him fruits, nuts, vegetable, milk, meat and any other food products we have access to. These products will only sustain his/her physical body. 
Once physical nourishment is given then we must now look to the spirit man. This is when the gifts can have their truth impact. An apostle can now go to that person who is physically filled and speak to their spirit man because they have seen the works of the Father manifested in the feeding of their bodies. They are apt to receive an apostle. 
Likewise, the prophet can make an entrance and speak destiny into that person’s life because He who once was at death’s door because he was hungry can now look forward to life and have hope. The prophet can speak destiny which is the predestination of the believer: eternity in heaven, abundant life, fulfilling the works of the Father, peace and fellowship with God. 

And so the person gifted as an evangelist would be able to approach bringing the good news of the gospel because they or someone else has walked the talk.  John 14:10-11 says, “Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake.”   

When the sheep know and realize that the pastor will provide and take care of them they will be apt to join the flock and follow the shepherd’s voice. A sheep will always follow a good shepherd. 
It took years for public schools to realize a child is impeded from learning when they are hungry. Breakfast is provided in public schools to ensure learning is not hindered because of hunger. And so it is in the spiritual. Jesus taught the five thousand plus then fed them with fish and bread. He is our example on how to care for the basic needs of the people. A teacher can do his/her best teaching when the person is nourished. A hungry belly will never lend to a learning mind.
If you are not compelled to feed the hungry so that the gospel can be applied, then at least do it because it is the Father’s will. What you do to the least of these you do to Christ. 
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
