Go after the One
Have you allowed the one to slip away? Have you not gone after the one because you think it is not your responsibility? Do you think that they deserve what they get for leaving the flock? They are many reasons why the sheep stray. You will never know until you go after them and make enquiry. It is not just up to the shepherd to go after the strays. The flock stays together to protect each other. When one begins to move away from the protection of the flock the rest must raise the alarm so the shepherd can have a chance to rescue it. 

We all need rescuing at sometime. Often it is for some little thing that the sheep stray. They might think the pasture is greener on the other side and so they take off on their own. They might not realize that they have wandered to far from the flock. They might have simply tripped and got left behind or caught in a thicket. We can not judge before we find the sheep and know what really happened. We do not know who set a stumblingblock, trap, or hindrance in their paths to lead them astray.
It is the same with the lost. We do not know what has transpired in their lives that cause them to walk in sin. We do not know who sowed seeds of death into their mind and heart. We do not know who killed their bodies and so their souls cannot receive life. We do not know until we enquire the reason why they will not accept the Lord. Perhaps no one took the time to tell them because they outward appearance was so soiled someone thought not to get dirty. Or perhaps they felt so self-righteous they did not want to be seen in the presence of the sinner and so they did not speak life to them. 
Whatever the circumstances or situations pertaining to the strayed sheep or the lost soul, we still must go after them. We must make a bee-line to them and bring them a life line. They are all our responsibility. Each of us is responsible for the other. We are all where we are because Jesus made certain someone came after us. We each have been rescued, rescued again, and again. Go after the one! 
Go knowing that someone came after you. Go knowing that the Savior would leave the ninety and nine just to find you again. Go knowing that if it were you, you would desire someone to come to your rescue.
