Soon we pulled in to a scheduled stop and an oversize man got on and after rejecting a vacant seat behind me he came back and selected the empty one next to me. I was a bit put out and I fumed a bit, ok, a lot. It was uncomfortable sharing a seat with him and I mean sharing a seat. He occupied 2/3 of the seat including part of mine. It was a squeeze trying to hang onto the bit that was left for me. My legs dangled all night in the aisle as his body pressed me on the side and I struggled to hand into my seat. He made a futile attempt to engage me in conversation but I was not having it and so I merely gave a quick reply and turned my attention to trying to get as much sleep as I could, truthfully I pretended to try to get some sleep. 

This man sat next to me and snored fitfully and contentedly while I only fumed to myself and bewailed God why would He allowed me to be disturbed. About two in the morning we pulled into a scheduled stop where we had to get off so that the bus could receive his regular maintenance and cleaning. I asked the lady whose seat he first rejected if I could share her seat with her when we got back on. I didn’t give that man a second thought until I reboarded the bus and realized he did not get back on. I could have retaken my now abandoned seat but decided not to. There was no telling who might sit next to me this time. As I pondered what happened, I realized that the issue that had so perplexed me was void from my mind. The torrent of thoughts that were assailing my mind had long gone from me and I had not realized it. Then it occurred to me how God answered my prayers. I look back at the situation and realize that the man who boarded the bus back then was the only one who did at that previous stop. There was nothing really peculiar about him except that he made an effort to get my attention as though he was no willing that I should forget he was there. 

It finally dawned on me how God took care of my desperate need to have the concerns in my mind abated as I turned my attention to something as trivial as this man who occupied more than his own seat on the bus. There really was no other way for God to put such a distraction in my path accept by this means. I see clearly now. Even the distractions are God’s way of answering pray if we would only open our eyes to His divine interventions. I am thankful that He answered my prayer the way He did.
