God’s Guarantee For You

Text: 2 Cor. 1:20-22. 
          A guarantee is a pledge or security or certification for something. If you need $200,000 from your bank, they will need from you a guarantee or guarantor that is worth much more than that. The guarantee can be a possession or property you have with a value that is more than what you are asking for. This is so that if you fail to pay the money at the stipulated time, the bank will take what you gave as guarantee. The guarantor can be a person whose worth and value in the society is more
than what is at stake. God has made many promises to you in His word, the Bible. I am sure that as you moved into this year, the Lord made some promises to you by prophesy or inward voice or inward witness as a new creation in Christ. That is, only in Christ can these promises be relevant to you. You can say Amen to these promises in Christ. That is, you can be rest assured that these promises will come to pass in spite of what the economy is saying because of what God has at stake. Let me give you four reasons why these promises will come to pass in your life.

         One, God is faithful. Deut. 7:9. 1 Cor. 1:9. God is reliable and trustworthy. His word and His works always agree. His mouth and movement are always in sync. God keeps His promises. You can go to the bank with His word. 
          Two, the Person of Christ. Our text tells us that all God’s promises find their answer in Christ. There are persons in our society whose personalities are a guarantee. All you need is to walk in their company for you to be treated honorably. There have been many times I have had calls from some who know me to help them out of police stations. Sometimes, I go to the stations to get them out. Other times, all I have to do is to make a phone call or two and they are released. They are released no matter the case on my honor. The Person of Christ can get you out of any trouble you find yourself in. That is a guarantee you can use. You have no excuse to fail. His promises to you will find yes! 

          Three, God has confirmations. The third reason why His promises will come to pass from our text is the fact that God has confirmations. God has valid confirmations. Read through your Bible, you will find valid confirmations that God keeps His promises. Till this day, scientists keep making discoveries that validate the stories we read in the Bible. Over one billion Christians around the world give valid confirmation that God keeps His promises. There are real stories of Buddhists’, Muslims, Hindus, etc, who have real encounters with our great big God to validate His faithfulness and reality. If what is in the Bible, over one billion Christians and my humble self are not valid enough, look at your life. Yes, look around you and see the valid confirmations that God keeps His promises. He will never fail. Money can fail and it has failed before. Gen. 47:16. But God cannot fail. Deut. 31:6,8. Jos. 1:5. 21:45. 23:14.
         Four, God’s anointing is at stake. It is the anointing at work in us that moves us to the place where the word works. Every child of God has an anointing within. 1 John 2:20,27. This anointing moves us to manifest God’s promises in our world. God anointed you the moment you became born
again. 1 Cor. 12:13. Stop going around trying to contact some other persons anointing. The anointing is God’s gift of power at work. When this power is at work, anything can happen. If it has not happened before, it can happen. So when God gives His promise and it looks like it can’t happen, it is the anointing at work that makes it happen. Whatever the Lord has promised you will work because of the anointing. As I write this message, I feel that anointing at work. I release this power to go to work for you. I release this power to manifest God’s promise to you. Whatever the promise is, it shall come to pass in Jesus name. Amen.
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
