In The Shadow Of The Almighty

The offerings/sacrifices of the Old Testament were designed to draw man closer to God. There is nothing we can offer God that is good enough to appease Him for our sins. But He has made it possible for each of us who receive His gift of salvation the opportunity to draw closer to Him without the further need of a sin offering. Jesus is our sin offering that allows us to come boldly unto the throne of grace to obtain mercy. This is how we can draw near to God’s throne room and enter in.
