Inexplicably Walking the Walk


What does it mean to inexplicably walk the walk? If I am sincerely walking the Christian path, then I am not walking by sight, but in all things by faith. I am not carried along by emotions, or uncertainties, or circumstances, for to me these things are merely by-products of the natural life.  My shortcomings are dropped off as I walk the faith.
