Is It Possible?

We need to apply the spiritual laxative, “Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean; wash me, and I shall be wither than snow” Psalm 51:7. Our soulish ties lay in the hidden parts of ourselves that we do not reveal or desire to see. It keeps us from the Lord’s work. This is why the world will not receive us on the terms of Jesus the Christ. They can see into our darkness because they are familiar with the darkness. They reject us on this basis, hypocrisy. We must be hip to the word of God you see! When it says that all must be crucified with Christ it means just that, all. 

It is possible to maintain soulish ties, but it is not impossible to cut the strings that make our minds captive to these soulish ties. Do not be afraid to allow God to examine your inners, He is trying to liberate you in totality from bondage under the enemy. He desires to make you a clean vessel that can operate freely in the world for Him without fear of exposure. Once the issues are dealt with you are free to go without fear or trembling. This is how we overcome! Let God break your soulish ties: your bad attitudes, your selfishness, your covetousness, malice in your heart, envy, jealousy, maliciousness, gossiping ways, spiritually stalking others, idolatries,  moral and spiritual adultery, keeping up with the Joneses, obstinate mind set, rebellion, you name it, if it is not of Jesus then it remains a soulish to the old man.  The world is looking at us to be different and to make a difference. 
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
