Jesus the Firstborn of all Creation

Colossian 1:12-20 states, “with all power being strengthened according to the might of his glory to all endurance and longsuffering with joy; giving thanks to the Father, who made competent us for the share of the inheritance of the saints in the light, who delivered us from the authority of darkness,  and translated [us] into the kingdom of the Son of his love: in whom we have redemption through his blood, the remission of sin\s; who is [the] image of God the invisible, firstborn of all creation; because by him were created all things, the things in the heavens and the things upon the earth, the invisible, whether thrones, or lordships, or principalities or authorities: all things by him and for him have been created. And he is before all, and all things in him subsist. And he is the head of the body, the assembly; who is [the] beginning, firstborn from among the dead, that might be in all things he holding the first place; because in him was pleased all the fullness to dwell, and by him to reconcile all things to itself, having made peace by the blood of his cross, by him, whether the things on the earth, or the things in the heavens” (Greek to English interlinear KJV).


Verse 15 states verbatim in the Greek that Jesus is the first born of all creation. The question can be posed that Adam and Eve’s first child was the first born, or maybe the first born of the animals, or birds, or fish. Nonetheless, the word states that Jesus is the firstborn of all creation. Can something or someone be the first born of all creation if it was conceived by that which was created? 


Consider the issue of proving the paternity of a child. It is the blood of the father that is tested. A baby will always have the blood type of the father and not the mother. On rare occasions there have been children born that carried the blood of the mother which in medical terms is called the Rx factor. Such a baby would require a transfusion to save its life.


In other words, Mary being overshadowed by the Holy Spirit conceived. There was no DNA from Joseph or Mary in the conception of Jesus. He did not have Joseph’s blood or Mary’s blood which would have killed him in the womb. Thus, Jesus was the firstborn of all creation, because God spoke all creation into existence. In Genesis “God said, Let there be,” and it was. 


In the case of Jesus, the Holy Spirit conceived in the womb of Mary, Jesus, in the form of the seed of man. Jesus is indeed the firstborn, not conceived by man. The blood of humanity does not course in his blood therefore he was without sin. Yet his blood was human for he bled and died. It was pure and undefiled being able to cleanse us from all sin. It was from the original source of Adam’s blood therefore He was the perfect sacrifice. 
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
