Knowing when to let go
Many of us have a difficult time knowing when it is time to let go. Some times we struggle to hang on to relationships when we know they are detrimental to ones health and spirit. It is most difficult when some individuals seem to claw their way into every situation of your life and you feel stifled and trapped.

There is many a believer who thinks that it is their Christian responsibility to hang on to a bad situation because sacrifice is sanctimonious.  But in truth, the Bible states that “obedience is better than sacrifice.’ It is more important to do as the Bible says, 2 Corinthians 6:14 “Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?”  Some people think that unbelievers belong only to the world, but there are many unbelievers in the church who do not believe every word of God and do not care to because their opinion is of more importance. They do not believe in justice, mercy, compassion, love, understanding, and they are often void of forgiveness and empathy. 
There is nothing wrong with getting from under the yoke of a believer who is harness to you and while you try to pull one way they try to pull the other. Bad theology is a pull on the yoke. Obstinacy is a pull on the yoke. Disagreeableness is a pull on the yoke. The one being pulled needs to know when it is time to let go. Jesus stated the condition of the Christian yoke in Matthew 11:29-30. “Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.  For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.” If the yoke is no longer easy and light then it is time to let go, it is not Christ-like. 

The yoke becomes a burden when we have replaced Jesus with others. Jesus was stating that we should be teetered to someone that is meek and lowly in heart as He is. The people we are teetered to should also be a haven of rest not turmoil. It is important to be careful who is tending the yoke. The wrong person on the lead will turn you aside from the Father’s will. Ultimately, that is the enemy’s plan. 

We become distracted by the struggle and we become disillusioned as we resist the pull. There is nothing wrong with taking off the yoke; it is a matter of replacing it with Christ’s. You would defend yourself from physical attack.  So also defend yourself from spiritual attack. You must because you wrestle not against flesh and blood. John 3:6 states, “That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. When you walk after the flesh you tether yourself to flesh, but now that you are after the spirit, you must tether yourself to spirit. Flesh will tug on you, spirit will go with you. 
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
