Legalism – Enter in

We have gone so far as to make coming into His presence so legalistic that many often find it difficult to enter in. Once the curtain was rent in twain, it became accessible for the children of the Kingdom to enter in.


It is a simple process. We are not consigned to the court of the gentiles, nor are we relegated to remain outside the holy of holies. Some have made it so difficult for the child of God to enter in. We are told that we must perform some deed or task in order to enter in.


The works of Christ on the cross was indeed sufficient. There is nothing else needed to be done to enter into the holy of holies. The shed blood of Christ has given to us access to the inner sanctum of God. If it were necessary for us to perform some ritual or some sacrifice to enter in then the works of Christ would not have been enough.


We do not enter because of our own righteousness, but that imputed to us by Christ. “Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: By whom also we have access by faith into his grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in the hope of the glory of God” Romans 5:1-2. 


The only ritual is that of confession, and belief in Jesus Christ to be saved. Then we enter in. “For through him we both have access by one spirit unto the Father” Ephesians 2:18.  So we can “…come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need” Hebrews 4:16. 

Rituals will not gain you access, sacrifice will not gain you access, works will not gain you access; only the blood can do that. Our Heavenly father wants us to enter in. It is the enemy that constantly imposes legalism on us to enter in. 
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
