Let the Spirit move you

Let the Spirit of God move you to do His will. Once you have come to a place where you know that you are in the Father’s will, stay there until you have heard from Him. Do not be too soon in breaking off communication before you have heard from Him. We think by tarrying just a bit longer we are missing something, but the Father’s desire is to hold you in His embrace much longer than He desires to communicate your next task to you. Your destiny is the way the Father delights in whom He is well pleased. 

Tarry a bit longer and wait until you hear the distinct voice of the Lord. Let Him wash you a fresh with His love and care. He is more concerned with you and your needs than He is about the task at hand. He desires to fellowship with you but you are apt to be more headlong in doing His work. The work is merely His way of spending time with you. Too often we put the work ahead of the One who sent us to do the work. If you are not hearing from Him while you work, then most likely the work has lost it saltiness. 

Let the Spirit move you to a place where you are both working and fellowshipping with the Father. Let His joy be fulfilled in you.  Take delight in the work and enjoy it.  As you do the Father’s will, He will be in the midst and He will inhabit your joy and praises.
