Minister from where you Stand


Many believers say that they are not equipped for soul-winning or that they are too scared to attempt to share the gospel. The point is that any one called into the faith is more then capable of soul-winning if they do so from the point of they own personal salvation testimony.


A person who has been delivered from alcohol or drugs will be more affective at winning people who are experiencing those strongholds better than a house wife or a teacher who has not had that struggle. So we must take up the battle from where we stand. 

“…that we may be able to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted of God” II Corinthians 1:4b. So the word is telling us that we have experienced situations in our lives so that we might be a comfort to others. Also, “And our hope of you is steadfast, knowing, that as ye are partakers of the sufferings, so shall ye be also of the consolation…” I Corinthians 1:7b.  So you see, being that we ourselves had experienced certain things we can now turn around and offer consolation to others. This is our point of soul-winning for each believer. 


When we allow God to turn our trials, deliverance, and Christian walk into our testimonies of faith, transformation can come to the lives of those still in bondage and comfort to those in the faith because we too have been that way before.  We must learn to minister from where we stand. Equipped with the word of God in your heart and committed to your memory, along with the word of your testimony, we can make headway into the enemy’s camp and take back the souls he has stolen. 

The great commission is not for a select few, it is intended for all believers. Don’t let the enemy deceive you and tell you to be silent or that you are not capable of opening your mouth and articulating your own experience to an unbeliever. To the body of Christ, you have become the expert in that arena and so we build our arsenal. God wants you, and the body needs you from where you once stood.
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
