On God


In my mind, by reason and by logic, there is no doubt that God is. His handiworks declare to me that He is and always will be. However, I do not go so far as to declare that everything is God. To make everything God is to declare that He is neither this not that. He is neither tangible nor intangible. Hence, my only conclusion if I thought that way would be to say that God is an idea, not a reality, a concept not an actuality. If God is everything, and everything is God, then, God is not.

Things created, may fail to be, but He fails not and He cannot be diminished. If I fell a tree which I claim to be God and it rots and ceases to be, then God has diminished in part.  He is no longer His entirety. If I go so far as to say that the tree then becomes God in another dimension, reabsorbed, then God is truly not God, He then becomes an effect of a cause. 


If God then is in tangible things, what about the intangible things? If I say God is in every thing, I must then conclude that He is also evil. There is no opposite of God’s goodness so eloquently stated by C. S. Lewis. God cannot be holy and yet unholy at the same time, He tempts no man. He is not this or that, He is this not that. Evil is present in the universe, not because God wills it to be, or because He created it as a transport for man to ascend, or as a portal for man to become enlightened.  God needs no assistance in this area, but He manifested himself in the likeness of His Son Jesus Christ so that we may know through Him and through His own works.


God does not exist because we will Him to be, He exist because he is. His Word declares, “For the invisible things of Him from creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse” Romans 1:20, for our unbelief. The truth of this present world declares God in all of His majesty, power and might. 
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
