On the Form of God

Not having a physical form does not mean God is nothingness. He simply does not exist as we know things in existence to be. He has no beginning and no end – eternal. To say “…for you saw no manner of form,” does not imply nothingness. He is simply beyond our understanding and capability. He has a presence and a glory.

Exodus 33:14-15 

    And he said, My presence shall go with thee, and I will give thee rest. And he said unto him, If thy presence go not with me, carry us not up hence. 

Exodus 24:16-17 

    And the glory of the Lord abode upon Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days: and the seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud. And the sight of the glory of the Lord was like devouring fire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children of Israel. 

Certainly God’s has no physical form but a type of presence unknown to man. To exist a thing must be. If not in tangible form then in some other form although beyond our comprehension. 

Isaiah 46:9 

    Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me. 

None like me means just that – no other being like Him in all of existence. “None like me declares that He has a likeness but there is none other like Him, before or after – never. He therefore cannot be compared to anything else as He is the only one like Him. He exists, therefore He is – exactly what, we do not know except that He is God.
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
