The Omnipresence of God


This principle of the Omnipresence of God actually goes so far as to define the properties of God, referred to as God-Substance and declared that since all things manifested was pressed out from the body of God, therefore, there can be no evil in reality.  The scriptural reference noted is Psalm 139:7-8, which in its entirety reads as follows: “Whither shall I go from thy spirit? Or whither shall I flee from thy presence? If I ascend up into heaven, thou art there: if I make my bed in hell, behold, thou art there”. This is a clear breech of scriptural interpretation. This scripture clearly refers to the presence of God, not his creation. The true interpretation of this scripture clearly is that God is omnipresent, He is everywhere, but not in everything. (See On God)


The second part of this principle indicates that there can be no evil in reality. So, in reality the originator of this principle denies the existence of evil. Of course, if God is everywhere in everything, then evil cannot be, for He is good. This is indeed a quandary. If evil does not exist, then the evil that man does is in actuality, good. This doctrine is caught in an obvious dilemma, for to say that God is both good and evil is to negate God. Thus, they elected to cancel out evil. So if there is no evil, then why do we need God? Why then is there a need to be guided into “right action” and what then is there to overcome that would keep one from their highest good. 

Such principles are compromising sound doctrine and have seeped into the church. It is imperative that the believers read the word of God so when confronted with such false teachings they can reject them. 2 Timothy 2:16 states, “But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness. “ You can not shun what you do not know to shun. These are the issues most Christian who actively participate in soul-winning are confronted with in the world. The world is babbling and we are floundering. 


2 Timothy 3:16 states, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:” It is only by saturating ourselves in the word of God that we will have a sure foundation to stand on in the world as we present them with the gospel of redemption.  
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
