On the Oneness of God
To say that God cannot be two or more entities is to say that one has seen God to make that determination. To say that His oneness is not like the oneness of the body, many parts acting as one unit, is also to reject the evidence of God’s creativity in creating man in His likeness and image – body, soul and Spirit.  God indeed is one God; there is none beside Him or akin to him. 

Genesis 6:3 

    And the Lord said, My spirit shall not always strive with man, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years. 

God is making a clear distinction of part of His being – rather than I shall not always…  In other words He is saying that a specific part of Him has taken an active part in handling the situation at hand – man’s evil deeds. Certainly God’s Spirit will not allow evil to enter into His presence. His Spirit goes before Him to make the path clear for His presence to indwell. It prepares the way before Him.

Genesis 41:38 

    And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find such a one as this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is? 

For the Spirit of God to dwell in man, does not diminish God in the least. God can indwell His Spirit without depleting Himself or empting Himself. Actually oneness implies total alignment, agreement, completeness. God is complete – He is one. He did not say the Lord God is. He said the Lord God is one. The final “Is” implies no other entity in conjunction with Him. The ‘is one” implies a completeness with perhaps other entities – “Let Us make.”

Daniel 3:25 

    He answered and said, Lo, I see four men loose, walking in the midst of the fire, and they have no hurt; and the form of the fourth is like the Son of God. 

The implication “Son of God” mentioned in Daniel is not a derogatory to God’s oneness. Either He is capable of all that He says He is or He is not. To claim God is this and not that is to diminish Him in every respect. We cannot begin to comprehend God by defining Him as this and not that. That would be like trying to define what we cannot see and do not comprehend. We must take Him for what all of the scriptures says He is. He is a cloud, a pillar of fire, a sword, a strong tower, et cetera, because He is these things and other things we can’t even fathom. To claim that if the creator had a body He would have weaknesses and an end is clearly setting limitations on God. He is neither this nor that but something incomprehensible to mere mortals. “…the Lord is our God, the Lord is one,” this is true but as no one has seen Him we must be cautious not to define Him to be anything or nothing. He is also Spirit for His Spirit can be found in man with out diminishing Him. 
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
