The Value and Power of Thought


The Value and Power of Thought principle attests that through thinking man is able to form that which he has in his life. The supporting scripture reference is Proverbs 23:7, “For as he thinks in his heart, so is he”. The interpretation of this passage refers to the character of a person. 

The chapter begins with instruction on what one should consider when eating with a rich man. It goes on to say that one should not be covetous, envious, or eat from a person with evil intensions. Verse 7 culminates the thought, what a man thinks in his heart he will be. It is the principle of character building. In other word, not what I think I shall have, but rather how I think, I shall be. This principle purports that God spoke, and it was, hence the principle states likewise man think and it shall be, we become as gods. 


Jesus adds additional light to this concept, He states in Matthew 15:18-20, “But those things which proceeds out of the mouth come forth from the heart: and they defile the man. For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, and blasphemies: These are the things which defile a man”. 

Perhaps, with a bit more thought, the originator of these teachings could expound on why there is evil in the universe.  So perhaps then, it is not by our thoughts that man forms that which he has in life, but according to Philippians our thoughts should be focused on good thinking rather than a false sense of creating. Philippians 4:8 states, “Finally, brothers, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things”. 


Speaking those things that are not as though they are is merely positioning one’s self on the principle of faith.
