On Truth


Truth is that which is tangible to man in the course of space and time, the rightness of things, and every word that proceed out of the mouth of God. It is what we behold. It is our consciousness not unconsciousness, although it is through our thought processes that we encounter the principles of truth. Truth is not an illusion from the unconscious or the spiritual realm.


And “the Word was made flesh” John 1:14, for a purpose; to make that which was not visible most accessible. Truth presented its self. In the physical realm, there is no question of truth; it is what it is. Truth is those things that change not. However, those things that are altered in whole or part, that do not remain constant, cannot be defined as truth. Things that alter can be to one man one thing, while to another it becomes something else. This is not truth but nothing more than a value system.


Jesus stated, “I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man comes unto the Father, but by me” John 14:6. It is clearly defined; the way and the means of it all. There is no secret in truth or the nature of truth. Truth is not hidden from view. Time was made for man and not man for time. What is, then is, that which we see, feel, and touch. What our mind and body comprehend as tangible. If I say I am sad, it is because I have experience joy so that I am able to define the truth of my feelings. If I say water is wet, then I must have handled that which is dry to truthfully state that water is wet. 


So it would seem that when a person takes their leave into the spirit realm, and return with tales of so call enlightenment/truth, unless such truth is tangible in space and time, perception may very well have been altered, where red is no longer red, or white no longer white. In the natural realm/physical realm, we are less prone to be deceived, because unless we stand in utter darkness, then red is red and white is white. Truth then is not altered, it remains constant. In the spiritual realm, it may take any form or shape. Deception is the idle works of the darkness. We are beings with eyes to see, ears to hear, nose to smell, hands to touch, and tongue to taste. If I pick an apple, my eyes tell me it is an apple, my nose tells me it an apple by the way it smells, by touch I feel the shape of the apple and attest to it by its form, and my tongue tastes the apple and verifies that it is. Thus, truth is that which the senses are called upon to verify. From a distance, anything can appear pleasant and pleasing to the eye and the truth is often distorted.


I do not here dispute the realm of the spirit world, for it is written, “God is a spirit: and they that worship him must worship Him in spirit and in truth” John 4:24. We are called to worship our God, which is in the form of spirit with our third part which is spirit. However, we must be careful to recognize, that being also created in mind and body, the three together must be activated as one in worship. For humanity to worship in spirit, we must invoke all aspects of our created being to do so in truth. The mind binds us to consciousness, and the body to that which is tangible. Hence we maintain our mind, body and spirit in the realm where truth is discernible. 
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
