Our Father
“Our Father, who art in heaven”, has a connotation of inclusion. Jesus didn’t say, “My Father, who art in heaven”, or “Father, who art in heaven”. He articulated the words, “Our Father”, which absolutely recognizes the Father as a separate, distinct, and presiding head of the family. Not just that of the heavenly trio, but that of his earthly kingdom.

Jesus’ reference of “Our Father” clearly establishes an instantly recognizable relationship; it establishes the place of Jesus in the Godhead and fixes man’s position as God relates to us, as a father, precisely “Our Father”.
Such a reference should make us keenly aware of the Father being personable, accessible, complex, and authoritative. Being personable makes the Father an approachable participant in our relationship. He is accessible in that His availability to us is carte blanche to all who call his Son, Savior. His complexities are related to his multifaceted persona, which establishes the Father as the authority in heaven and on earth. 
The correlation is that the establishment of family on earth is reasonable because of the foundation of family in heaven, and the interaction of family on earth ought to be as prolific as it is in heaven. Thus, father on earth is relational to Father in heaven. To be called father, one must be personable, accessible, complex only in the sense of having a position that has been entrusted by “Our Father”, and authoritative in light of the Father’s compassion and mercies toward us.
It is clear; father is not a position to be taken lightly, for it is a relational position. As Our Father is the head of the Godhead, and Jesus the head of the church, and the husband the head of the wife, so is the father the head of the family. Thus, as “Our Father, who art in heaven”, having the power to bring his kingdom on earth as it is in heaven”, so has an earthly father, the power, to bring the kingdom of God to his home on earth.
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
