Pour Out Your Libation


Pour your libation (offering or sacrifice) to the Lord. Each spoken word of testimony is your libation poured out to the Most High. As you pour it out it will rise as a sweet smelling savor to the Lord.


Do not quench the Spirit of God rising in your tabernacle of praise. Each time you utter praises of His mercy and grace, each time you exalt His goodness you fill you bowls with incense. It is a pouring out of one’s self to the Master. You fill your spirit man with joy to the overflowing. 


Bring your gifts and offerings before the Lord. Turn every moment, every trail and tribulation into a libation. Rip from the enemy the horns of mercy and pour, pour yourself into the bowl of praise. Your cup can only run over when it is poured out. Speak your life and experiences into another and watch the glory of the Lord deliver and release the harvest. 


It is like releasing the King of Glory. We open the flood gates that water the crops. We nourish and tend to maturing stalks. When we have thoroughly watered and saturated the roots, the fruit will mature, but we must pour out our libation as unto the Lord of Host.

The tears you cry will water the harvest, the words you speak will lighten the load of the brethern, and the fear that you felt will dissipate. The glory of the Lord will come and the libation being poured out will mount you up on wings of eagles. 


Let every soul that have breathe praise the Lord, praise Him with your testimonies, praise Him with your libation, praise Him with your thanksgiving, praise Him with your insights, praise Him with your word of knowledge, praise Him through your trails and tribulations, praise Him with your highest praise.
