Put Yourself in the Way


We miss opportunities of service when we fail to put ourselves in the way.  Unless we are looking for the moments that God places His purpose in our way, how are we able to recognize them and how will we know?

If you are not sure, ask God, there is no shame in asking. We can also ask Him to prepare us and set us in the way. Today is always a good day to start over.
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
