Reposition yourself
When all else fails you, learn to reposition yourself. Instead of complaining, reposition yourself on your knees and pray. When confusion come in like a rush, reposition your mind and think as God would think. When Understanding is lacking, reposition yourself to read the word. When you are in the midst of making a bad choice, reposition yourself so God can be your answer. When the people you care about are falling in to the snares of life, reposition yourself to stand in the gap. 

Jesus tried to tell the young rich ruler to reposition himself to God but he would not because he felt he had too much to risk. “Now when Jesus heard these things, he said unto him, Yet lackest thou one thing: sell all that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me” Luke 18:22. 
When Jesus said to sell all that he had, He was saying, reposition your self from the world and come follow Me.  What the young ruler had was nothing in comparison to what God would have given him. God wanted to give him the kingdom but He settled for the world. He refused to reposition himself to God’s greater plan. 
I am not speaking here about repositioning yourself to acquire wealth and alignments that will get you where you want to go, but rather how to seek the things that are eternal. Luke 12:31 states, “But rather seek ye the kingdom of God; and all these things shall be added unto you.” The Kingdom must be sought first. Solomon was asked of God what was his desire. He asked only for wisdom and God gave him riches as no other man had ever acquired. God did not take the wealth from Israel and give it to Solomon but God took it from the world and gave it to Solomon. He received riches from the Hiram the king of Tyre, the queen of Sheba, and all the nations of the earth. “So king Solomon exceeded all the kings of the earth for riches and for wisdom. And all the earth sought to Solomon, to hear his wisdom, which God had put in his heart.  And they brought every man his present, vessels of silver, and vessels of gold, and garments, and armour, and spices, horses, and mules, a rate year by year” 1 Kings 10:23-25.

When we reposition ourselves it should be for the grace of God to be poured out in our lives and the lives of others and God will bring the increase. Repositioning ourselves should be an act to know God better, to intercede for others, to align ourselves with God’s will. 
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
