Respect my Opinion?
What do you do when a Christian tells you to respect their opinion when they are biblically incorrect? The Bible states, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness” 2 Timothy 3:16. Yet, we are not so inclined to suffer reproof, correction, or instruction. 

The body suffers when one of its members are so stanch on their opinion when it means more to them than biblical truth. Do you know what it means when some one says, “respect my opinion?” When they shut you down from presenting truth they are actually saying “respect my opinion, tolerate my opinion, and be politically correct when they ought to realize that to be taught truth you must be willing to surrender your personal opinion. 

Truth is not personal, Truth is God. John 14:6 is clear on this, “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.” Truth is not opinion, it is not political correctness, and it is not a respect of persons.
Col. 3:25 

    But he that doeth wrong shall receive for the wrong which he hath done: and there is no respect of persons. 
1 Peter 1:17 

    And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth according to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear: 

Truth whether we receive it or not is still truth and there is only two things we can do about it, reject it or receive it. The moment a person shuts down truth from coming forth they are acting just like the rich ruler who rejected the opportunity to reposition himself to God; he lacked the one thing. Sell all you have: (Luke 18:22 Now when Jesus heard these things, he said unto him, Yet lackest thou one thing: sell all that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.) your opinion, your bad theology, your traditions, your spiritualization of the word, your old notions, and all of your hang ups that hinders truth from coming forth. 

When one says “respect my opinion” it becomes the method the enemy uses to divert us to stand on our pride. To such as these the word states, “Speak not in the ears of a fool: for he will despise the wisdom of thy words” Proverbs 23:9, and “Answer not a fool according to his folly, lest thou also be like unto him” Proverbs 26:4. It is enough to be quiet and move pass the matter; it is folly to reason with an opinion. God has set a standard for truth to be tried in 1 John 4:1 “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.” It cannot be tried until it has been heard. This pertains to biblical truth not world views and the likes. In other words, don’t go out there listening to every pagan thought just so you can try it. That is folly. We are speaking on doctrine.
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
