Seeking the right thing
Luke 11:9 

    And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you. 

We often look at this verse in the sense of seeking after the Lord and His will. Yet it carries with it a greater meaning. We look for spiritual enlightenment but how often do we relate this verse to seeking answers to the everyday questions of life?


Imagine seeking a mate and not understanding how to seek the right one. We have a tendency to choose the same person with a different name over and over again. It is because we have yet to learn how to seek the character of a man or woman rather than just a person to fill a position. If you seek a man you shall find many, if you seek a certain man of character then you will engage in seeking a specific one and not simply just acquiring any one.


This is true with the character of God. We might say “I want or need God in my life,” but do we seek specific characteristics of God to transform our lives. No other God will do but the “I am, that I am.” There are many things that people call gods but they are not the true and living God. Some call church “God,” Sundays and Wednesdays. Some call Jesus “God” but don’t do the things He did. Some call God “God” but He has no relevance in their lives.


Seeking is more than looking. When you find what you are looking for it is simply there available to you. But when you seek and find that which you were seeking, there is clarity, assurance, purpose, and commitment. Your clarity is that this is the real McCoy and not a pretense. The assurance is that you have found the right one and none other will do. The purpose is that there is a plan – a destiny with finding that right thing. The commitment is that you are apt to remain with that thing, be satisfied in that thing that you have sought and found because it is the right thing that fits you, suits you, and aligns with you.


This is true in all areas of our lives like in choosing a career, a house, a car, a church body, etc. When you have truly sought and found the true and living God you know that you know there is no going back no matter what. 


The above verse states, ‘Ask,’ ‘seek,’ ‘knock.’ We fail to ask God for the right thing, the one specific thing that is His perfect will. We fail to seek what is preferable, and we never knock before taking possession of that thing. So we end up stealing what does not or are not ordained for us and things end miserably. Take time to seek, you have already done badly by your own intuition. Now, give God the chance He deserves and let Him give you discernment while as you learn to seek His perfect will in all things and every area of your life. It is like setting out on a mission and knowing that you are exactly where you ought to be because you have truly taken the time to seek His perfect will.  No matter what presents itself in the way, you are not apt to turn aside because you know that you know you are exactly where you ought to be.
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
