Sound Doctrine


One of the most important things you as a Christian should be doing on a daily basis is reading the word of God. This is something no one can do for you. The only way to avoid deception and false doctrine is to read the word of God for yourself.


It is a requirement, a necessity, as important as breathing air. The more time you spend with the real McCoy the quicker you will be at identifying false doctrines that are trying to infiltrate your church schools, bible studies, pray meetings, etc. The body of Christ edifies each other by studying the word of God. 


Do not wait for your pastor or Sunday school teacher to provide you with all the answers. You will become dependent on someone else’s theology. Your theology should always come directly from the word of God. What is taught, preached or spoken should line up with God’s written word and His character. God’s character will not go against His written word. God’s word will not differ from His character. 

If you are forming soul ties with another believer for your faith, step away and into the word of God. You should be growing more dependent on God not on some other believer. False doctrines seep in because we become needy and fearful.  We need someone else to tell us what God is saying or mean, we become fearful if we think we personally can’t hear from God. God desires to speak to each one of us. We are fearfully and wonderfully made and in His grace He wants to communicate to each of us on a very intimate and personal level. There is no paradigm shift in how God operates, they is only the singularity, Jesus Christ shedding His blood for the entire world.  


I John 4:1-3 states, “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirit whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God. And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of anti-christ, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.” So you see, false doctrines are already here.  This is why we must read the word of God so that we can adhere to sound doctrine. Because something sounds good does not make it true.


I can not stress enough; you need to read God’s word. Question the things you hear that are new. Although they sound pretty and fresh, it might not be sound doctrine. Remember what Solomon said, there is nothing new under the sun. So the new things were old things with a different name. The word of God is our only consistency for He changes not. 
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
