Spiritual Stalkers


Spiritual stalkers are those who invade your sanctuary for no other apparent reason than to steal or separate you from your anointing. They will hang on your every word as thought the source of your words, the Bible, is not accessible to them.


A spiritual stalker refuses to seek out the unique calling, equipping, and anointing that is meant for them. There are often operating under the spirit of envy and covetousness. The Lord is pouring out His anointing for those He has called and often those that are called are the last to realize the anointing is upon them. By that time, they have been sucked to near dryness by some spiritual stalker(s) that have long recognized the working of the Holy Spirit in that person’s life. 


We open ourselves to being spiritually stalked when we take for granted what the Lord has endowed to us. We are naïve and ignorant of our gifts. God desires for us to open our eyes and realize His presence is upon us. He wants to use us, but because we are blinded to what others see and know to be true, we place our anointing in the way of being in jeopardy. Recognize it, use it or lose it!

We soon become emptied vessels. Spiritual stalkers need to be directed to the word of God. They need to be delivered from the spirits that are embedded in them. If you are going to be a soul winner, you must learn to soul keep. Keep the Spirit of God that indwells you. Guard yourselves from those that are draining your anointing from you, and steer them to the source of the anointing so their can be uniquely filled.


You are asking about the relevancy of this devotion! This devotion is intended to stir your heart to contemplate your anointing and why you are not walking in its fullness. Perhaps you are being stalked. Perhaps you are unaware of the presence of the Lord upon you. Stop and think about those people who surround you and are dependent on you for every aspect of their lives. People are drawn to the Spirit of God. 


Now ask yourself, what gift(s) is operating in your life that you have been ignorant of? What is the common thread that draws individuals to you? When you recognize the commonality, you will recognize the gift(s); you will bear witness to the anointing. The anointing is yours, press into it.
