Spiritually Reproduce
The most important thing about a Christian’s life is the issue of whether we are spiritually reproducing or not. There are many believers in the church that are spiritually barren. Coming into the faith have been nothing more than joining a social organization. This is not because they do not have a heart for the lost, it is because they hearts have not been prepared to consider the lost. 

God wants us to be fruitful and multiply not just physically, but spiritually as well. Without a harvest the species will die off in a matter of one generation. Every seed produces after its own kind. An apple seed can only bring forth apples, so a Christian can only bring forth another Christian. 

I meet many individuals now that tell me they do not want to have children because of the horrible immoral conditions in the world. These individuals do not realize that they are putting an end to their existence. They will be no one to follow them. They blood line and generation is dead. Unless they are remembered by a near kin, or photos are preserved of them, it is not likely that anyone may think they ever existed. 

Some say that they matter to God and that they will never be forgotten by God, but in reality they have chosen to ignore the first of God’s commandments, “Be fruitful and multiply.” Who are we to tell God “enough is enough.” God created us to reproduce physically and spiritually. It is His creation we are reproducing. When we are blatant to say to God, “I will not obey,” then we are in rebellion to God. We rebel spiritually and physically. 

We will not reproduce in defiance to God. We tell God His creation is not good enough for us and the lost is not deserving of grace. Of course they are not, neither are we, however, grace is God’s gift not ours. Life is God’s gift not ours. We ought to feel compelled to outnumber the unbeliever in population and in faith. Islam is wiping out the Christian faith by virtue of them having an average of eight kids per family. We have chosen as a Christian society to have 1.5 children per family unit. We have also chosen not to share our faith and so Islam is outnumbering us.

We ought to be spiritually and physically reproducing. “So God created man in his [own] image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth” Genesis 1:27-28.  “Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples” John 15:8. Do you see? It is the Father’s will that we bear not just fruit, but much fruit. We must reproduce.
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
