We are too complacent with the things that are of God. It is time to wake up. All our expounding on the word of God and our glory moments of revelation will do us no good. It is time to stop playing church and see that God's appointed time is approaching. We are way too religious and anecdotic about things pertaining to God. 
There were ten virgins, five wise and five foolish. Five had their lamps trimmed, truth was in them. Then the other five did not have enough oil to keep their lamps burning, too much anecdotes, not enough insights, not enough truth and so they were shut out. They played church too long and gained nothing. 
It is time to wake up! We are not aware that the time is far spent. 1 Chronicles 12:32 states, “And of the children of Issachar, which were men that had understanding of the times, to know what Israel ought to do...” Are there any among us who have understanding of the times? It would seem that mostly everyone believes that this is the time to have dominion, obtain prosperity, acquire the anointing, and repositioning themselves to be aligned for access.     [35] For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: [36] Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me. 

Matthew 25:42-43 

    [42] For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: [43] I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. 

We must practice the art of being Christ like. We like Christ must fulfill the scriptures. We must win the lost by preaching the gospel. We must redeem the times for we know not when the bridegroom will come. We must care for the needy as though they are Christ.
